Tropical Depression Four-E (Advisory 2 as of 5:00 a.m. ET)

• Located 265 miles SW of the Southern Tip of Baja California

• Moving SW at 3 mph

• Maximum sustained winds 30 mph

• Forecast to become a remnant low later today

Disturbance 1 (as of 8:00 a.m. ET)

• Forecast to form a few hundred miles S of the coast of Mexico

• Gradual development possible by the weekend as it moves 

WNW at 10-15 mph well south of Mexico

• Formation chance through 48 hours: Low (near 0%)

• Formation chance through 5 days: Low (20%)
