Hurricane Isalas — Response

Situation: Hurricane Isaias passed through PR and USVI causing significant rain
and wind gusts, however all lifelines in PR and USVI remain green. The center of
Isaias will move near or over the Southeastern Bahamas today, forecast to be near
the Central Bahamas tonight and move near or over the Northwestern Bahamas
and near or east of the Florida peninsula on Saturday and Sunday.

*  PR: DRC #4 in the Municipality of Ponce & DRC #17 in the Municipality of
Guanica closed

» USVI: curfew was lifted; government facilities opened

* PR: Aqueduct and Sewer Authority reports several water systems affected due
to intense rain; approximately 197K customers have intermittent water service

» PR: 350k (-100k) customers with interrupted power, outages are mostly heavily
