WHEREAS; recognized statewide since 2004, Hmong Heritage Month—formerly
Hmong History Month—provides an opportunity to reflect on the many sacrifices that Hmong
people have made in service to the country and to celebrate the vibrant, resilient, and diverse
culture of Hmong Wisconsinites as an important part of the state’s identity; and

Hmong Heritage Month by embracing the power of diversity and honoring the countless
contributions of Hmong individuals and communities to the historical, cultural, and economic
fabric of the state, nation, and world;
