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« All Kentuckians 16 and older are eligible to receive a COVID-19 vaccine. The Pfizer vaccine
is approved for individuals 16 and older; the Moderna and Johnson & Johnson vaccines are

approved for individuals 18 and older.

« On April 5, Gov. Andy Beshear and Dr. Steven Stack, commissioner of the Kentucky
Department for Public Health, shared new guidance from the U.S. Centers for Disease
Control and Prevention that fully vaccinated Americans can safely travel domestically. The

updated travel guidance has been posted on kycovid19.ky.gov.

« On April 8, the Governor said more than 1.5 million Kentuckians have received at least their
first dose of a COVID-19 vaccine. To see a list of vaccination sites that have openings,
