DEFINITION: Death from obstetric causes <=42 days postpartum, per 100,000 live births
NUMERATOR: The number of maternal deaths with the underlying causes of the death as identified by ICD-9 codes 630-676,

or by ICD-10 codes A34, A00-B99, by place of residence, in a calendar year

DENOMINATOR: The total number of live births, by place of residence, in a calendar year

HEALTHY PEOPLE 2020 OBJECTIVE:

Reduce maternal deaths to no more than 11.4 per 100,000 live births.
(Baseline: 12.7 per 100,000 live births in 2007) (Objective MICH-5)

RISK FACTORS: Race/ethnicity; maternal age over thirty; high parity; late entry into prenatal care; lack of
comprehensive prenatal care; tobacco use during pregnancy; alcohol/substance abuse
during pregnancy
