SCALING AND PAYMENT

1. Ifeligible for deferred payment option, payment for timber removed from site must be made
within 30 days after invoice.

Certification of Worker’s compensation and logging contractor compliance with Wisconsin SFI training
standard are required documentation for awarding contract. SFI certification must be maintained throughout
duration of the contract by at least 1 of the on-site operators.

Contractor must complete a walk through with state forester prior to beginning sale. Advanced notice (>1
week) is expected to schedule walk through prior to sale activity occurring.
