Give your rubbish

Put your blue bag out 
on the same day as 
your purple lidded bin  
or recycling boxes.

Flatten it, cut or tear it into pieces 
that would fit into the blue bag, 
then secure it under your blue 

bag for collection.

Please don’t include any cards or 
wrapping paper with glitter, plastic 
and mechanical tunes – thank you!
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Try to make sure cardboard / 
paper remains dry. Extra blue  

bags are available.

Put your natural  
Christmas tree in or next  
to your garden waste bin.

If your Christmas 
tree is over 5 feet 
tall cut into sections 
to fit into your 
garden waste bin.
