COURSE PATHWAYS

Under Section 265.330(A)(2) of House Bill 33 of the 135th General Assembly, districts and schools shall require all teachers and administrators to
complete a course provided by the Department not later than June 30, 2025, except that any teacher or administrator who has previously
completed similar training, as determined by the Department, shall not be required to complete the course.

The Department has developed multiple course sequences to serve as pathways to meeting the professional development requirement in the
science of reading in state law. Districts and community schools should work with educators and administrators to identify the course pathway
that is the best fit for their role.
