WHEREAS; Lake Michigan and Lake Superior contribute to the quality of life of all Wisconsinites, creating jobs=

UWHEREAS, headquartered in Milwaukee, Wisconsin, Coast Guard Sector Lake Michigan is comprised of nine Coast
Guard Stations, two Aids and Navigation teams, one Marine Safety Unit, one Marine Safety Detachment, and one Sector
field office that are responsible for protecting over 1,600 miles of shoreline and roughly 19,000 square miles of surface water
in and along four states; and

WHEREAS; for over 40 years, the Wisconsin Department of Administration’s Coastal Management Program has
worked with the Wisconsin Coastal Management Council, as well as local, Tribal, and federal governments, state agencies,
organizations, and businesses, to protect and enhance Wisconsin’s Great Lakes shoreline and resources; and
