ORDER GRANTING TRUSTEE’S MOTION FOR APPROVAL OF  
AGREEMENT PURSUANT TO FED. R. BANKR. P. 9019  

Upon consideration of the Trustee’s Motion for Approval of Agreement Pursuant to 

Fed.

to 28 U.S.C. §§ 1408 and 1409, (iii) it has subject matter jurisdiction pursuant to 28 U.S.C. § 

1334, and (iv) this is a core proceeding pursuant to 28 U.S.C. § 157(b)(2), and after due 

deliberation, and sufficient cause appearing therefor;  

IT IS HEREBY ORDERED THAT: 
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1. The Motion is hereby granted. 

2. Pursuant to Bankruptcy Rule 9019, the Agreement, with Revised Exhibit A, is 

hereby approved. 

3. The parties are hereby authorized and directed to take all actions necessary to 

effectuate the Agreement. 

4. This Court shall retain exclusive jurisdiction with respect to all matters arising 

from or relating to the implementation of this Order.
