Build a new state psychiatric complex. 
Raise wages for more nursing home workers, invest in food banks
statewide, and enhance Michigan’s child welfare system. 
Deliver more funds to local governments to help them hire more
local police officers, firefighters, EMS, and more. 
Launch a campaign to recruit and retain more first responders and
Michigan State Troopers. 
Dedicate state resources to tackling a wide range of crime including
cyber crime, price gouging, and unemployment fraud.
