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2021  WISCONSIN  ACT  

AN ACT to amend 940.20 (1g) of the statutes; relating to: battery by a person detained while awaiting trial as a

sexually violent person and providing a penalty.

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in

senate and assembly, do enact as follows:

SECTION 1.  940.20 (1g) of the statutes is amended to

read:

940.20 (1g)  BATTERY BY CERTAIN DETAINED OR COM-

MITTED PERSONS.  Any person who is placed in a facility

under s. 980.04 or 980.065 and who intentionally causes

bodily harm to an officer, employee, agent, visitor, or

other resident of the facility, without his or her consent,

is guilty of a Class H felony.
