Statewide Targeted Overdose Prevention (STOP) Act of 2022 2 

 

FOR the purpose of authorizing certain emergency medical services providers to dispense 3 

offer naloxone opioid overdose reversal drugs approved by the federal Food and Drug 4 

Administration to individuals who received treatment for a nonfatal drug overdose 5 

or were evaluated by a crisis evaluation team; requiring certain community services 6 

programs, certain private and public entities, and hospitals to have a protocol to 7 

dispense offer naloxone opioid overdose reversal drugs approved by the federal Food 8 

and Drug Administration to certain individuals under certain circumstances; 9 

altering the Overdose Response Program administered by the Maryland Department 10 

of Health to include the provision of all opioid overdose reversal drugs approved by 11 

the federal Food and Drug Administration; requiring the Maryland Department of 12 

Health to purchase and provide naloxone opioid overdose reversal drugs approved 13 

by the federal Food and Drug Administration to certain providers, subject to a 14 

certain limitation; authorizing certain entities to provide naloxone opioid overdose 15 

reversal drugs approved by the federal Food and Drug Administration only under 16 

certain circumstances; prohibiting a cause of action from arising against businesses 17 

and business owners related to the provision of naloxone opioid overdose reversal 18 

drugs approved by the federal Food and Drug Administration to employees and 19 

patrons of the business; and generally relating to the dispensing offering of naloxone 20 

opioid overdose reversal drugs approved by the federal Food and Drug 21 

Administration.  22

USE DISORDER OR ARE AT RISK OF EXPERIENCING A DRUG OVERDOSE WHEN THE 18 

INDIVIDUAL RECEIVES SERVICES FROM THE COMMUNITY SERVICES PROGRAM.  19 

 

 (C) ON OR BEFORE JUNE 30, 2023, EACH OPIOID TREATMENT PROGRAM 20 

AND EACH INTENSIVE OUTPATIENT TREATMENT PROGRAM SHALL HAVE A 21 

PROTOCOL TO OFFER NALOXONE AN OPIOID OVERDOSE REVERSAL DRUG APPROVED 22 

BY THE FEDERAL FOOD AND DRUG ADMINISTRATION, FREE OF CHARGE, WHEN AN 23 

INDIVIDUAL RECEIVES SERVICES FROM THE OPIOID TREATMENT PROGRAM OR 24 

INTENSIVE OUTPATIENT TREATMENT PROGRAM. 25 

 

 (D) ON OR BEFORE JUNE 30, 2024: 26 

 

  (1) STATE AND LOCAL CORRECTIONAL FACILITIES SHALL HAVE A 27 

PROTOCOL TO OFFER NALOXONE AN OPIOID OVERDOSE REVERSAL DRUG APPROVED 28 

BY THE FEDERAL FOOD AND DRUG ADMINISTRATION, FREE OF CHARGE, TO 29 

SENTENCED INDIVIDUALS WHO HAVE AN OPIOID USE DISORDER OR WHO ARE AT 30 

RISK OF EXPERIENCING A DRUG OVERDOSE BEFORE THE INDIVIDUAL’S RELEASE; 31 

AND 32 

 

  (2) THE DIVISION OF PAROLE AND PROBATION SHALL HAVE A 33 

PROTOCOL TO OFFER NALOXONE AN OPIOID OVERDOSE REVERSAL DRUG APPROVED 34 

BY THE FEDERAL FOOD AND DRUG ADMINISTRATION, FREE OF CHARGE, TO 35 
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INDIVIDUALS UNDER SUPERVISION WHO HAVE AN OPIOID USE DISORDER OR ARE AT 1 

RISK OF EXPERIENCING A DRUG OVERDOSE. 2 

 

 (E) THE SECRETARY MAY ADOPT REGULATIONS TO CARRY OUT THIS 3 

SECTION.  4

dispensing of [naloxone] AN OPIOID OVERDOSE REVERSAL DRUG APPROVED BY THE 14 

FEDERAL FOOD AND DRUG ADMINISTRATION in accordance with § 13–3106 of this 15 

subtitle.

 The Overdose Response Program is a program administered by the Department for 18 

the purpose of providing a means of authorizing certain individuals to administer 19 

[naloxone] AN OPIOID OVERDOSE REVERSAL DRUG APPROVED BY THE FEDERAL 20 

FOOD AND DRUG ADMINISTRATION to an individual experiencing, or believed to be 21 

experiencing, opioid overdose to help prevent a fatality when medical services are not 22 

immediately available. 23 

 

13–3103. 24 

 

 (a) The Department shall adopt regulations necessary for the administration of 25 

the Program. 26 

 

 (b) The Department may: 27 

 

  (1) Collect fees necessary for the administration of the Program; 28 

 

  (2) Authorize private or public entities to conduct education and training 29 

on opioid overdose recognition and response that include: 30 
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   (i) Education on recognizing the signs and symptoms of an opioid 1 

overdose; 2 

 

   (ii) Training on responding to an opioid overdose, including the 3 

administration of [naloxone] OPIOID OVERDOSE REVERSAL DRUGS APPROVED BY THE 4 

FEDERAL FOOD AND DRUG ADMINISTRATION; and 5 

 

   (iii) Access to [naloxone] OPIOID OVERDOSE REVERSAL DRUGS 6 

APPROVED BY THE FEDERAL FOOD AND DRUG ADMINISTRATION and the necessary 7 

supplies for the administration of the [naloxone] OPIOID OVERDOSE REVERSAL DRUGS; 8 

 

  (3) Develop guidance regarding the content of educational training 9 

programs conducted by private or public entities; and 10 

 

  (4) Collect and report data on the operation and results of the programs. 11 

 

 (c) An individual is not required to obtain training and education on opioid 12 

overdose recognition and response from a private or public entity under subsection (b) of 13 

this section in order for a pharmacist to dispense [naloxone] AN OPIOID OVERDOSE 14 

REVERSAL DRUG APPROVED BY THE FEDERAL FOOD AND DRUG ADMINISTRATION 15 

to the individual. 16 

 

 (D) (1) SUBJECT TO THE LIMITATIONS OF THE STATE BUDGET, THE 17 

DEPARTMENT SHALL PURCHASE AND PROVIDE NALOXONE OPIOID OVERDOSE 18 

REVERSAL DRUGS APPROVED BY THE FEDERAL FOOD AND DRUG ADMINISTRATION, 19 

AT NO COST, TO THE PROVIDERS WHO ARE REQUIRED TO OFFER NALOXONE OPIOID 20 

OVERDOSE REVERSAL DRUGS APPROVED BY THE FEDERAL FOOD AND DRUG 21

  (2) AN ENTITY REQUIRED TO OFFER NALOXONE AN OPIOID 23 

OVERDOSE REVERSAL DRUG APPROVED BY THE FEDERAL FOOD AND DRUG 24 

ADMINISTRATION UNDER § 8–408 OR § 19–310.3 OF THIS ARTICLE MAY PROVIDE 25 

THE NALOXONE AN OPIOID OVERDOSE REVERSAL DRUG APPROVED BY THE FEDERAL 26 

FOOD AND DRUG ADMINISTRATION ONLY IF THE NALOXONE OPIOID OVERDOSE 27

  (1) Possess THE prescribed [naloxone] OPIOID OVERDOSE REVERSAL 10 

DRUG and the necessary supplies for the administration of [naloxone] THE OPIOID 11 

OVERDOSE REVERSAL DRUG; and 12 

 

  (2) In an emergency situation when medical services are not immediately 13 

available, administer [naloxone] THE OPIOID OVERDOSE REVERSAL DRUG to an 14 

individual experiencing or believed by the individual to be experiencing an opioid overdose. 15

 (a) A licensed health care provider with prescribing authority may prescribe and 17 

dispense [naloxone] AN OPIOID OVERDOSE REVERSAL DRUG APPROVED BY THE 18 

FEDERAL FOOD AND DRUG ADMINISTRATION to an individual who: 19 

 

  (1) Is believed by the licensed health care provider to be at risk of 20 

experiencing an opioid overdose; or 21 

 

  (2) Is in a position to assist an individual at risk of experiencing an opioid 22 

overdose.

 (b) (1) A licensed health care provider with prescribing authority may 24 

prescribe and dispense [naloxone] OPIOID OVERDOSE REVERSAL DRUGS APPROVED BY 25 

THE FEDERAL FOOD AND DRUG ADMINISTRATION by issuing a standing order if the 26 

licensed health care provider: 27 

 

   (i) Is employed by the Department or a local health department; or 28 

 

   (ii) Has a written agreement with an authorized private or public 29 

entity under § 13–3104 of this subtitle. 30 

 

  (2) A licensed health care provider with prescribing authority who issues a 31 

standing order under paragraph (1) of this subsection may delegate the dispensing of 32 

[naloxone] OPIOID OVERDOSE REVERSAL DRUGS APPROVED BY THE FEDERAL FOOD 33 
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AND DRUG ADMINISTRATION to an employee or a volunteer of an authorized private or 1 

public entity in accordance with a written agreement under § 13–3104 of this subtitle. 2 

 

  (3) Any licensed health care provider who has dispensing authority also 3 

may dispense [naloxone] AN OPIOID OVERDOSE REVERSAL DRUG APPROVED BY THE 4 

FEDERAL FOOD AND DRUG ADMINISTRATION to any individual in accordance with a 5 

standing order issued by a licensed health care provider with prescribing authority in 6 

accordance with this subsection. 7 

 

 (c) A pharmacist may dispense [naloxone] OPIOID OVERDOSE REVERSAL 8 

DRUGS APPROVED BY THE FEDERAL FOOD AND DRUG ADMINISTRATION in 9 

accordance with a therapy management contract under Title 12, Subtitle 6A of the Health 10 

Occupations Article. 11 

 

13–3107. 12 

 

 (a) An individual who, in accordance with this subtitle, is administering 13 

[naloxone] AN OPIOID OVERDOSE REVERSAL DRUG APPROVED BY THE FEDERAL 14 

FOOD AND DRUG ADMINISTRATION to an individual experiencing or believed by the 15 

individual to be experiencing an opioid overdose may not be considered to be practicing: 16 

 

  (1) Medicine for the purposes of Title 14 of the Health Occupations Article; 17 

or 18 

 

  (2) Registered nursing for the purposes of Title 8 of the Health Occupations 19 

Article. 20 

 

 (b) An employee or volunteer of a private or public entity who, in accordance with 21 

this subtitle, provides [naloxone] AN OPIOID OVERDOSE REVERSAL DRUG APPROVED 22 

BY THE FEDERAL FOOD AND DRUG ADMINISTRATION to an individual who has received 23 

education and training in opioid overdose recognition and response in accordance with a 24 

standing order may not be considered to be practicing: 25 

 

  (1) Medicine for the purposes of Title 14 of the Health Occupations Article; 26 

 

  (2) Registered nursing for the purposes of Title 8 of the Health Occupations 27 

Article; or 28 

 

  (3) Pharmacy for the purposes of Title 12 of the Health Occupations Article. 29 

 

 (c) A licensed health care provider who prescribes or dispenses [naloxone] 30 

OPIOID OVERDOSE REVERSAL DRUGS APPROVED BY THE FEDERAL FOOD AND DRUG 31 

ADMINISTRATION in accordance with this subtitle may not be subject to any disciplinary 32 

action by the appropriate licensing health occupations board under the Health Occupations 33 

Article solely for the act of prescribing or dispensing [naloxone] OPIOID OVERDOSE 34 

REVERSAL DRUGS APPROVED BY THE FEDERAL FOOD AND DRUG ADMINISTRATION. 35

  (2) RECEIVES TREATMENT OR SERVICES FROM THE PRIVATE OR 13 

PUBLIC ENTITY.  14

 (a) An individual who administers naloxone AN OPIOID OVERDOSE REVERSAL 16 

DRUG APPROVED BY THE FEDERAL FOOD AND DRUG ADMINISTRATION to an 17 

individual who is or in good faith is believed to be experiencing an opioid overdose shall 18 

have immunity from liability under §§ 5–603 and 5–629 of the Courts Article. 19 

 

 (b) A cause of action may not arise against any licensed health care provider with 20 

prescribing authority or pharmacist for any act or omission when the health care provider 21 

with prescribing authority or pharmacist in good faith prescribes or dispenses naloxone AN 22 

OPIOID OVERDOSE REVERSAL DRUG APPROVED BY THE FEDERAL FOOD AND DRUG 23 

ADMINISTRATION and the necessary paraphernalia for the administration of naloxone 24 

THE OPIOID OVERDOSE REVERSAL DRUG APPROVED BY THE FEDERAL FOOD AND 25 

DRUG ADMINISTRATION to an individual under § 13–3106 of this subtitle. 26 

 

 (C) A CAUSE OF ACTION MAY NOT ARISE AGAINST ANY BUSINESS OR 27 

BUSINESS OWNER FOR ANY ACT OR OMISSION WHEN THE BUSINESS OR BUSINESS 28 

OWNER IN GOOD FAITH MAKES NALOXONE OPIOID OVERDOSE REVERSAL DRUGS 29 

APPROVED BY THE FEDERAL FOOD AND DRUG ADMINISTRATION AVAILABLE TO THE 30 

EMPLOYEES OR PATRONS OF THE BUSINESS ALONG WITH THE NECESSARY 31 

PARAPHERNALIA FOR ADMINISTRATION OF NALOXONE THE OPIOID OVERDOSE 32 

REVERSAL DRUGS APPROVED BY THE FEDERAL FOOD AND DRUG ADMINISTRATION 33 

TO AN INDIVIDUAL UNDER § 13–3104 OR § 13–3106 OF THIS SUBTITLE. 34 
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 [(c)] (D) This subtitle may not be construed to create a duty on any individual 1 

to: 2 

 

  (1) Obtain education and training from an authorized private or public 3 

entity under this subtitle, and an individual may not be held civilly liable for failing to 4 

obtain education and training from an authorized private or public entity under this 5 

subtitle; or 6 

 

  (2) Administer naloxone OPIOID OVERDOSE REVERSAL DRUGS 7 

APPROVED BY THE FEDERAL FOOD AND DRUG ADMINISTRATION to an individual who 8 

is experiencing or believed by the individual to be experiencing an opioid overdose. 9

 A person who dispenses [naloxone] AN OPIOID OVERDOSE REVERSAL DRUG 11 

APPROVED BY THE FEDERAL FOOD AND DRUG ADMINISTRATION in accordance with 12 

this subtitle is exempt from any laws that require a person to maintain a permit to dispense 13 

prescription drugs.

RECEIVED TREATMENT FOR A SUBSTANCE USE DISORDER, OPIOID USE DISORDER, 29 

OR NONFATAL DRUG OVERDOSE EVENT. 30 

 

 (c) (1) Beginning in 2018, a hospital shall submit to the Maryland Hospital 31 

Association the hospital’s protocol for discharging a patient who was treated by the hospital 32 

for a drug overdose or was identified as having a substance use disorder. 33 
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  (2) On or before December 1, 2018, the Maryland Hospital Association 1 

shall submit a report to the Department and, in accordance with § 2–1257 of the State 2 

Government Article, to the Senate Finance Committee, the House Health and Government 3
