SL3 Extension Alternatives connect
Chelsea to the Orange Line. These
alternatives are shown on this page. All
three routes follow the same path from

the existing Chelsea busway until Everett

Square, where their paths split to reach
their final Orange Line destinations.

SL6 Route Alternatives connect Everett

and Chelsea to Kendall or Downtown

Boston. These alternatives are shown on
this page. They have been labelled as SL6
to indicate that they would be a new and

separate service from the existing SL3
service.
