Moving and handling really matters
An estimated 42,000 construction workers reported suffering from a work-related 
musculoskeletal disorder (MSDs), which manifests in aches, pains and discomfort in joints, 
muscles and bones. These can have a serious impact on workers’ quality of life. MSDs can 
occur in the body if the risks of moving and handling materials are not managed effectively.
