Our 
program emphasizes the early childhood professional’s 
role in the promotion of developmentally, individually 
and culturally responsive assessment and instructional 
practices tailored to the needs of all young children and 
their families in home- and school-based settings.

Tuition support for eligible students is available through 
T.E.A.C.H. Early Childhood North Carolina Scholarship 
Program. Scholarships are available for students seeking 
graduate degrees and students interested in early care 
and education community specialization. 

Beginning in 2022-23, the program will be hyflex with 
courses offered both in-person and virtually so students 
across North Carolina can apply and attend remotely.
