LOS ANGELES COUNTY SHERIFF’'S DEPARTMENT’S
FISCAL YEAR R023-24 RECOMMENDED BUDGET REQUEST

Submitted for your review is the Los Angeles County (County) Sheriff’s
Department’s (Department) Fiscal Year (FY) 2023-24 Recommended Budget
Request (see attached). The Department’s budget submission for FY 2023-24
reflects several critical unmet needs totaling $238.6 million in net County cost,
and an increase of 305.0 budgeted positions. It should be noted, however, that
many of these requests are multi-year rather than one-year requests and the
majority of the requested positions (225.0) are deputy sheriff trainee positions
associated with necessary hiring efforts.

It is understood that the Department’s critical unmet needs represent just a
fraction of the needs throughout the County and the amount of available financial
resources within the County is limited. Please be assured that the request before
you meets several important criteria.

First and foremost, the Department’s critical unmet needs seek to:

e responsibly ensure, to the greatest extent possible, the County’s compliance
with the various settlement agreement mandates within our custody jail
facilities;

* establish an Office of Constitutional Policing and enhance financial
accountability and administrative oversight within the Department;
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¢ maintain the resources to reduce deputy sheriff vacancies throughout the
Department and thereby improve the health and wellness of existing staff,
as well as reduce the amount of overtime currently being required to fulfill
our basic responsibilities;

¢ conduct an information technology assessment of the Department to ensure
we are making informed decisions regarding our information technology
and network infrastructure needs, and to ensure the investments being
made in these areas are the most cost-effective improvements designed to
support required systems into the future; and

¢ provide the Department with operational resources and equipment that will
not only assist Department employees and improve public protection and
transparency, but also mitigate future potential liability and adverse costs
arising out of avoidable lawsuits/judgments and damages.

Aside from improving the organizational foundation of the Department and
ensuring that the Department is sufficiently resourced with the staffing and
equipment necessary to serve the community responsibly and expeditiously, note
that the Department’s critical unmet needs also align with many of the priorities
previously expressed by the Board of Supervisors, the Sheriff’s Civilian Oversight
Commission, and various community advocates/stakeholders. These priorities
include, but are not limited to: constitutionally-protected care for the County’s
incarcerated population, service to the County’s unhoused population, body-worn
cameras, and less-lethal tactics/equipment.

As I continue to gain a deeper understanding of the emerging needs of the
Department, I may identify additional areas of the Department which require
stabilization. If so, I will submit additional requests for your consideration
during the Final Changes stage of the budget process.

In conclusion, I would like to express my sincere gratitude to you and your staff
for the gracious welcome that you have shown me since my arrival to the

Los Angeles County family. I am excited for the positive and collaborative
relationship that we will share, and I look forward to witnessing and being a part
of what I am certain will be countless successes and achievements that we will
collectively give rise to both now and in the years to come. This being said, please
know that I, along with my team, look forward to working with you and your staff
to evaluate all that is encompassed in the Department’s FY R023-24 Recommended
Budget Request, and we are committed to doing what is necessary and responsible
in terms of effectuating any portion of the Department’s request — including
addressing these needs in phases over a multi-year period of time.

Additional Academy Classes and Recruitment Funding

Training Bureau is requesting funding to run four additional academy classes in
FY 2023-24. The Department is currently funded to run four academy classes,
but with the increase in attrition and sworn vacancies compared to prior years
the Department needs to hold more classes to fill vacancies and in turn reduce
overtime. The request is for additional academy staff, overtime for pre-
academy staff, and Deputy Sheriff Trainees. Each class will run for twenty-two
weeks and overtime is needed for the Scenario Training curriculum of the class
wherein they hire "actors" to re-create scenarios for the recruits. Approval of
this request will ensure continuation of the four classes that were approved on a
one-time basis in FY 2022-23.

In addition, two more classes are being requested with funding to be set aside
in PFU. As such, 109.0 ordinance only DST, Sergeant, and Bonus | Deputy
positions are also being requested to cover the two classes. The total funding
needed for the additional two classes is $11,608,000.

It also reflects an increase in appropriation to fund Salaries and Employee
Benefits (Overtime) and Services and Supplies to cover Pre-employment's
recruitment needs in the amount of $1,394,000.

A. Tasers for Patrol and Countywide - 3.0 Positions - $14,257,000

Reflects the request for funding for additional personnel for the Taser
Replacement Program. Taser is a tool used by sworn law enforcement officers
in public protection situations to assist in controlling agitated or potentially
aggressive persons and de-escalating situations. Between the time of August
2021 to December 2022, the Los Angeles Sheriff's Department (LASD) has
paid approximately $24.4 million in settlement costs for lawsuits that may have
had a more favorable outcome if tasers had been available.

This request will establish a centralized program that will synchronize tasers
with the Body Worn Camera Program via their Performance Software licenses,
thereby providing better accountability and transparency to the public while
improving public safety. Further, combining these 2 technologies and tools will
create efficiencies by reducing staffing and other overhead costs.

B. Body-Worn Camera (Dective/SOD/ Station Jails) - 4.0 Positions -

This request reflects the costs to implement Body-Worn Camera (BWC) in
Custody, to Station jailers, detectives, and Special Operations Division's
specialized units.

BWC is a tool currently used by patrol personnel to document evidence in
crimes, high risk law enforcement activity, and risk management issues.
Additionally, in custody environments, BWC's have been known to have a
civilizing effect on inmates and staff.

Technology Assessment

technology assessment will be critical to ensuring the County's potential
forthcoming investments in several Board-priority initiatives and Departmental
priorities are not only successful, but to the greatest extent possible, completed
on time and within the identified, allocated budget.

Absent an assessment of the Department's existing technology baseline,
available bandwidth, and information systems needs the County and
Department cannot be assured that its investments in various projects/initiatives
will be sufficient and/or as successful as expected (needed). Completion of this
assessment will be critical to ensuring the Department's information technology
infrastructure and system’s needs (and potential related costs) are both fully
understood and addressed, as necessary, prior to or in collaboration with the
initiation of any project investment.

The CAD system serves as the most critical command and control
communication system for the Department in dispatching field patrol deputies
and other law enforcement personnel to 911 emergencies and law enforcement
service calls for LASD services. It also provides law enforcement data such as
DMV records, warrant information to these emergency personnel. CAD provides
terminal access to station's 911 public response dispatcher and call takers and
to field detectives, deputies, and other law enforcement personnel via patrol
car's mounted mobile digital computers and mobile systems in access to
service call for dispatched incidents/service calls and access to forementioned
law enforcement related data and provides financial statistics for contract city
services for billing and cost analysis for the Department.

Request for appropriation to develop the scope of work and Request for
Proposal (RFP) to replace the existing CAD and Records Management
Systems. Funding is also needed for software and hardware maintenance,
along with warranty services from Hewlett Packard Enterprise (HPE), while the
Department moves forward with the RFP process.

Custody's Closed Circuit Television (CCTV) System / Network
Refresh

Reflects an increase in appropriation to replace the Closed Circuit Television
(CCTV) system, equipment, network with a high-definition video recording
system. Replacement is needed for the existing CCTV system hardware,
equipment, network, and software that supports over 4,000 cameras deployed
throughout the County jail facilities: Century Regional Detention Facility
(CRDF), Inmate Reception Center (IRC), Men's Central Jail (MCJ), North

Senate Bill 2 (SB2) Unit Staffing

Requests the request for new positions due to the passage of SB2. Effective
January 1, 2023, SB2 goes into full effect and mandates law enforcement
agencies to submit allegations of serious misconduct to California Peace
Officer Standards and Training (POST) within 10 days of occurrence.
Additionally, SB2 mandates retroactive reporting of all allegations, civil
litigation, complaints, inmate grievances, investigations, lawsuits, and use of
force incidents which occurred between January 1, 2020 to January 1, 2023,
be submitted to POST by July 1, 2023. In addition to the retroactive reporting
mandate, the Department will need to review and analyze the anticipated
17,000 plus inmate grievances per year along with over 1,000 public
complaints. Use of Force packages identified as Category 3 will also be
reviewed and analyzed. Civil Litigation and Lawsuits will need to be tracked to
comply with SB2 mandates related to Government Code 1029 (GC 1029). GC
1029 disqualifies any current peace officer who is: convicted of a felony,
convicted of an offense in another jurisdiction (state) that would be a felony in
this state, discharged from the military in a military tribunal for an office that
would be a felony in this state, and other disqualifying parameter guidelines.
Furthermore, SB2 allows identified or anonymous members of the public and
Civilian Oversight entities, to submit complaints directly to POST. These
complaints will be referred to the Department.

An April 19, 2022 Board motion recommended that the Department explore
alternative preventative efforts for proactive detection of narcotics in the
County’s seven jail facilities.

Detecting and mitigating narcotics from entering the jails is critical for the
Department to provide the required constitutional level of care to the justice
impacted population.

Mission Statement

State law charges the Sheriff with the responsibility of being the chief law enforcement officer of the County. The Sheriff
enforces State laws and County ordinances in the unincorporated area, which covers 77 percent of the total square
miles within Los Angeles County, and is responsible for maintaining law and order in all cities within the County. The
Sheriff provides general law enforcement and traffic services, through contract, to 42 cities, the Los Angeles Superior
Court, the Southern California Regional Rail Authority (Metrolink), the Los Angeles County Metropolitan Transportation
Authority, and the Community College Districts. In addition, the Sheriff provides placement, secure housing, and care
for a daily average population that has historically ranged around approximately 17,000 pre-sentenced and sentenced
county jail inmates at seven custody facilities.

2023-24 Budget Message

The Recommended Budget reflects a targeted net County cost increase of $63.498 million and a net decrease of 230.0
positions, which primarily reflect Board-approved salary and employee benefit increases and the reversal of one-time
funding adjustments.
