e Total distributed to date at 6 Feeding Branch sponsored events is 147
tons of food provided to 8,150 households.

e Since March 2020, 20.5 million Ibs. of food have been distributed,
including 256,300 emergency food boxes distributed to families and
individuals, totaling 6.5 million Ibs. of food.

Next Food Distribution event is at East Rancho Dominguez Park.
