Pandemic Unemployment Assistance (PUA) is a federal program providing 39 weeks of unemployment benefits for work-
ers not otherwise eligible for regular unemployment benefits, self-employed individuals, contract workers, and business 
owners.  If you are eligible for regular unemployment benefits you are not eligible for PUA benefits.

Pandemic Emergency Unemployment Compensation (PEUC) is a federal program providing an additional 13 weeks of 
unemployment benefits for unemployed workers who have exhausted regular unemployment benefits and whose benefit 
year expires on or after July 1, 2019.

Pandemic Unemployment Compensation (PUC) is a federal stimulus program providing an additional $600.00 of benefits 
per week to all unemployed workers receiving regular unemployment compensation, PUA
or PEUC, including part-time workers, through July 31, 2020.
