Extension   authorizing   Boards   of   Review   in   each   city   and   county   to   remain   in   session   until   June  
15,   2020   and   extending   the   time   for   filing   a   protest   to   include   the   period   from   May   25,   2020  
to   June   5,   2020.  
 
On   March   23,   2020,   President   Donald   Trump   declared   that   a   major   disaster   exists   in   the   state   of  
Iowa   and   ordered   Federal   assistance   to   support   recovery   efforts   in   the   areas   affected   by   the  
recent   outbreak   of   the   COVID-19   virus.  

As   a   result,   pursuant   to   Iowa   Code   section   441.37(1)(a)(1),   the   Director   of   the   Department   of  
Revenue   hereby   issues   the   following   Order:  

A. Extension   of   Board   of   Review   Period  

The   Boards   of   Review   in   each   city   and   county   in   the   State   of   Iowa   are   hereby   authorized   to  
remain   in   session   until   June   15,   2020.  
 

B. Extension   of   Time   to   File   a   Protest  
 
The   period   for   filing   a   protest   with   the   Board   of   Review   under   Iowa   Code   section   441.37   is  
hereby   extended   to,   and   includes   the   period   from   May   25,   2020   to   June   5,   2020.
