Services is required to award in grants for mental health crisis intervention team
training for law enforcement agencies and correctional officers from $250,000 per
fiscal biennium to $500,000 per fiscal biennium.

$500,000 in each fiscal biennium for mental health crisis intervention team training

for law enforcement agencies, as described in s. 165.77 (1) (c), and correctional

officers, as defined in s. 102.475 (8) (a).
