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SPOTTED LANTERNFLY

SPOTTED LANTERNFLY (SLF) IS AN INVASIVE PEST from Asia that prefers to feed on tree-of-heaven, an
invasive tree species, but will also feed on - and harm - important New York State crops and plants. Grapes,
hops, fruit trees, maples, and walnuts are all at risk. We need your help to protect agriculture in New York State,
so please report SLF if you see it.
