Previous Leaders in Literacy recipients will not be eligible for nomination in
the following year, but nomination of previously unselected nominees will
be encouraged. Award recipients will be eligible to re-apply after a five-year
period has passed.

Award winners will be announced in October. Details about a virtual award
unveiling will be forthcoming. Recipients will receive a $4,000 award and a
plague recognizing the honor.
