State Endangered: Any animal species whose prospects for survival or recruitment within the state are in immediate jeopardy and are in
danger of disappearing from the state. This includes all species classified as endangered or threatened by the federal government that

State Special Concern: Any animal species requiring monitoring because of known/suspected limited abundance or distribution or

“FE”.

Federal Endangered: Any species that is in danger of extinction throughout all or a significant portion of its range; designated with

Federal Threatened: Any species that is likely to become endangered within the foreseeable future throughout all or a significant portion
of its range; designated with * FT ”.
