The	
following	symptoms	may	appear	2-14	days	after	exposure:	
	

• Fever	or	chills	
• Cough	
• Shortness	of	breath	or	difficulty	

breathing	
• Fatigue	
• Muscle	pain	or	body	aches	

• Headache	
• Sore	throat	
• New	loss	of	taste	or	smell	
• Congestion	or	runny	nose	
• Nausea	or	vomiting	
• Diarrhea	

	
It	is	essential	to	self-quarantine	until	test	results	are	received	once	you	arrive	in	Kotzebue.		
It	can	take	up	to	a	week	before	your	COVID-19	results	are	available,	and	its	important	you	are	not	
actively	out	in	the	community	during	that	time.
