Open but COVID-19  
safety measures in place. 

Face coverings must be  
worn indoors.

Bars and  
entertainment venues

Temporarily closed.

Includes: bars,  
cinemas, casinos  
and betting shops. 

Childcare  
(separated parents)

Childcare between  
separated parents  
can continue as normal.

Weddings

Not permitted  
to take place.

Funerals

Maximum of 30 mourners. 

Cemeteries remain  
open but no household  
mixing allowed. 

Workplace

Work from home 
where possible.

Hospital  
visits

Check with  
the hospital.
