This is media unit number 1 of
the video-recorded deposition of
witness 07/12/2020 in the matter of
Independent Investigation Under New
York State Executive Law 63(8).

My name is Marc Friedman. I am
your certified video legal specialist.
Your court reporter today is Dawn
Matera. And we are both with the firm
of Veritext Legal Solutions.

This deposition is being held
via remote videoconference. All
counsel consent to this remote video
arrangement and waive any objections

to this manner of recording. If there
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is any objection to the court reporter
swearing in this witness remotely and
this video arrangement, please state
them now.

Hearing no objection, will
counsel now state on the record their
appearances and affiliations beginning
with the noticing attorney.

MR. GRANT: Good morning. My
name is Yannick Grant from the law
firm of Vladeck Raskin & Clark, but
today I am here in my capacity as a
Special Deputy to the First Deputy of
the New York State Attorney General,
and I will let my colleague introduce
herself.

MS. REMBAR: Good morning. My
name is Lilianna Rembar, I am with
Clearly Gottlieb Steen & Hamilton. I
am appearing in my capacity today as
Special Assistant to the First Deputy
Attorney General for the New York
State Attorney General's Office.

MR. LEVINE: Good morning. This
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is Matthew Levine from the law firm of
Phillips Nizer, we are counsel for
Mr. Pollock.

MS. HENDERSON: And Elana
Henderson, also with Phillips Nizer.

THE VIDEOGRAPHER: Will the
court reporter please swear in our

witness and we can proceed.

JEFREY POLUL OC K, having been

first duly sworn by Dawn Matera, a Notary

Public, was examined and testified as

follows:

EXAMINATION BY MR. GRANT:

Mr.

Q. Good morning again,
Pollock.

A. Good morning.

Q. Before I start questioning

today, I am going to give you some

background information and some ground

rules, so today will hopefully flow

smoothly, okay?

A. Yes.

Q. As you likely know, the New

York State Attorney General have
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appointed the law firms of Clearly
Gottlieb Steen & Hamilton and Vladeck
Raskin & Clark to conduct an independent
investigation under New York Executive
Law 63(8) into allegations of sexual
harassment brought against Governor
Andrew Cuomo, as well as the surrounding
circumstances.

You are here today pursuant to
a subpoena issued in connection with this
investigation.

I will note at the outset today
that today's proceeding is being
video-recorded. You are under oath.

That means that you must testify fully
and truthfully, just as you would in a
court of law sitting before a judge and a
jury. Your testimony is subject to a
penalty of perjury. Do you understand?

A. I do.

Q. If you would like to make a
brief sworn statement today, we ask that
you do so at the conclusion of the

examination. Is that understood?
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A. Yes.

Q. Although this is a civil
investigation, this office has criminal
enforcement powers. You have the right
to refuse to answer a question if
answering the question would incriminate
you. However, any failure to answer can
be used against you in a court of law in
a civil non-criminal proceeding.

Accordingly, asserting your
Fifth Amendment privilege does have
evidentiary significance. If you choose
to assert your Fifth Amendment privilege,
that fact can be presented to a judge or
a jury in a civil proceeding and the
judge and jury would be free to draw a

conclusion from the assertion of that

privilege. Do you understand?
A. I do.
Q. You are appearing today with

your attorney present. You may consult
with your attorney, and we ask that if
you have any questions concerning

attorney/client privilege, do you
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understand?
A. I do.
Q. Okay. As you see we have a

court reporter present with us on Zoom.
And the court reporter needs to be able
to take down the questions and answers
today to create a clean transcript.
Accordingly, I am going to ask that you
provide a verbal response in response to
my question. Do you understand?

A. I do.

Q. If you do not understand the
question, please let me know so I can
rephrase it. Do you understand?

A. Yes.

Q. And please also give me an
opportunity to finish answering my
question before you begin your answer and
I will do the same. Do you understand?

A. Yes.

Q. You will not be permitted to
review a transcript of this testimony.
If at any time today you want to clarify

an answer you've given before, please let
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me know and I will let you go back and
provide clarification. Understood?

A. Yes.

Q. I will be asking about names
and dates and other specific information.
Even if you don't recall a specific date
or time, I am going to ask you to give me

your best approximate answer.

Understood?
A. Yes.
Q. If you need to take a break at

any point today, please let me know and I
will accommodate that request. The only
thing I would say is if there is a
question pending, I would like you to
respond to that question before we take a
break. Understood?

A. Yes.

Q. And I am going to ask, can you
please confirm that you and your
attorneys are the only ones present in
the room on your end?

A. Correct.

Q. Okay. And can you please
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confirm that none of you are using any
technology to create a recording of this
proceeding, including screen capturing?
A. Correct.
Q. Okay. And please confirm that
you're not allowing anyone to

simultaneously listen in via any sort of

technology?
A. Correct.
Q. And please confirm for me that

you will not communicate in realtime
through text message or any other things
or any other technology during breaks or
during the course of this testimony?
A. Confirmed.
Q. Okay.
MR. LEVINE: You mean relating
to this proceeding?
MR. GRANT: Yes.
MR. LEVINE: Thank you.
Q. And I am just going to ask that
your attorney also confirm.
MR. LEVINE: Confirmed.

A. I would say sexual harassment
is when any individual has been unfairly
treated, punished, based on, based on
gender, appearance, et cetera. This is
far from my specialty.

Q. Understood. And do you have an
understanding of unlawful retaliation in

connection with people's employment

practices?
A. I do.
Q. What is your understanding of

what constitutes unlawful retaliation?

A. That you can't -- that you
can't retaliate against an individual who
is bringing a claim of sexual harassment.

Q. Is that your understanding or

are you guessing at what I am asking?

And have you
received training on sexual harassment
and retaliation in connection with your
work at Global Strategy Group?

Before December 2020,
were you aware of any allegations of
potential sexual harassment against
Governor Cuomo?

A. The conversation, as all of our
conversations on those, on something like
this is how to respond, how best to
respond to this medium post.

Q. Okay. And what were you
discussing in terms of how best to
respond to this post?

A. Well, you have many options in
terms of responding. Could the Governor

go to a press conference. Should the
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Governor do a statement. Should somebody
else do a statement. So as in all
crises, which I am used to dealing with
like this, you have conversations about
your options. And that's, that's what we
talked about.

Q. Okay. What options
specifically did you discuss?

A. I really don't remember. I
think I just raised three of them. But I
don't even recall that that was
specifically in that, those
conversations. I don't remember.

Q. Beyond what you've already
described, do you remember or do you
recall anything generally about what else
was discussed at these meetings, during
these conversations?

A. Aside from what I said, no.

Q. So he was only discussing
options, nothing else.

A. I don't remember.

Q. Do you know if there is any

discussion about looking into or
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investigating the veracity of the
allegations Ms. Boylan had made during
these conversations?

A. Yes. If by investigating the
veracity -- I am going to pause,
Mr. Grant, if you don't mind. You all
are frozen. I hear you fine. You see
me, I think you're hearing me fine. But
I don't want to have to do this again.
So what would you like me to do?

Q. Meaning you can't see us

THE VIDEOGRAPHER: That would be
my recommendation. Nothing is frozen
on my end, but it is on your end, my
recommendation is to log out and I
will go off the record, if that's okay
with everybody. So we are going off

Q. How would people know when two
people are alone?

point was practice. Question of regular
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practice, was the question.

Q. But how would those people be
able to comment on the regularity of that
practice if they were not there? Meaning
if two people meet alone 50 times and
nobody is able to see it, how could they
comment on the practice?

A. That's absolutely true. Except
this is -- there is a piece in here which
says, I left past the desk of Stephanie
Benton, for example. So the question was
to Stephanie Benton, for example, who is
listed in there, had she seen the kiss,
right?

DeRosa.

Q. Okay. If you turn to tab 8.

that and let me know when you're ready.

A. Sorry, I thought it was just
one thing.

"Let's organize so that we can all be in
touch in terms of rapid response, as we
would call it."

Q. Okay. And can you tell me how
this text started?

A. I don't know, other than, other
than what you're showing me.

Q. And if you go to the pages at

the bottom, 28 and 29.

A. Okay. Yes, I'm there.

Q. Those are messages from you,
correct?

A. They are indeed.

Q. Okay. And you say, "That would

not be my inclination unless they have
direct knowledge of something."
What did you mean by that?
A. Again, I am giving a sort of,
my general feeling about crisis response.
The question before was should, would it

be helpful if people who work in the
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Chamber said supportive statements about
the Governor or said that these things
were not true. That's the two texts that
precede me.

And I say, as I would say in
any case, that is not -- I don't think
that's very helpful, because those are
people who are employed by said
individual, and therefore I think don't
have, I don't think add credibility from
a public relations perspective.

Q. And what would have been your
inclination, if this were not your
inclination?

A. I don't know. But I was asked
a specific question and responded. So I
did not think this was the way to go.

Q. In connection with your
discussions about responding or about the
strategy of this response, what strategy

did you promote?

A. I don't remember specifically.
Q. Do you remember generally?
A. No, I don't. I am looking at
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everything and trying to figure out what

we should and should not respond to, and

in this particular case, my judgment was

that this was not the way to go. I could
not tell you at this period of time that

I had a conclusion about the right way to
respond.

Q. And do you know who was
promoting the idea that you should put
statements out there?

A. Other than the text that you
just sent me, no.

Q. You don't recall anyone else
who, as a part of this text chain said,
yeah, we should go ahead and put out
statements?

of this exchange?

A. So I don't know Ms. Kaplan
myself. I think I talked to her once or
twice, but she is viewed as an expert in
the area, from a public perspective,
viewed as an expert in the area of sexual
harassment, and she had been a part of
the Governor's team's work on sexual
harassment legislation. And therefore
the suggestion was to reach out to her
and I think have a statement from her, I
think. I'm not 100 percent sure.

What sort of statement
from Ms. Kaplan-?

A. I actually don't know. But a

support of the Governor or a statement
about the facts. I don't know in
particular, the text chain doesn't give
me much.

Q. If you go to the next page, it
says, "Get it out and refer everything to
that." What do you recall that meaning?

A. I actually don't know. I
believe in reference to the text before,
it was a, get out a statement from Robbie
Kaplan, I believe. But I don't remember.

Q. Do you recall ever having any
conversations about having Ms. Kaplan
serve as an independent investigator in

this matter?

A. No, I don't.

Q. Okay. If you can go to tab 11.

A. Not 107

Q. Not 10.

A. I'm on 10, I'm sorry, this is
11, got it.

Q. Okay. Please review and let me

know when you're ready.
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A. Yes.

MR. LEVINE: I'm sorry, are we
on 10 or 117

THE WITNESS: 11.

MR. LEVINE: Mr. Pollock is
looking at 10.

said. Lis and I both came from a place
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of, and Lis and I both, there are times
where we think that the right strategy is
to be forceful and there are times that
we think the right strategy is to be
softer and patient and contrite, and Lis
and I were generally in agreement on that
during all of this situation. And I
believe that that tweet, again, I don't
remember the specific one, but I believe
it was sort of sticking it to Ms. Biaggi
in some sort of way.

Q. Where it says, "Jeff has

talked," in the third column.

Q. "Jeff will talk me off of it,

but I feel like we didn't go hard

enough."
A. Mm-hmm.
Q. Do you recall what was said

during that -- what that related to?
A. I don't specifically. But her,
again, the preceding text is Melissa's

self-doubt that the strategy that we were
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going to employ was off, and Lis and I
saying nope, this is the right path.

Q. And in describing Ms. DeRosa's
approach as forceful earlier, is that in
relation to responding generally in the
allegations or specifically to stuff that
Ms. Biaggi had said?

A. That was in her general theory
of press response was my comment.

Melissa comes out of communications as
well. That's where she started her 1life.
So she has her own communication
strategy. And hers, her approach is
generally to be more forceful in
response.

Q. Okay. And what did you advise
her about, beyond what you already
testified to, what advice did you give to
Ms. DeRosa concerning how she should
respond to the allegations generally?

A. I am confident I told her to
stay off Twitter.

Q. Okay. Anything else that you

recall advising Ms. DeRosa concerning how
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to respond?

A. Not specifically.

Q. And beyond Ms. DeRosa, what do
you recall advising the Executive Chamber
in connection to how to respond to the
allegations?®?

A. So I can't separate those two
things. The response to one is the
response to the Chamber. So those were

one and the same.

Q. Okay. If you can turn to tab
12.

A. Okay, thank you.

Q. Take a moment to review and let

me know when you're ready.

A. It's just hard to read this
way. Okay.

Q. Do you need more time?

A. No, I got it.

MR. LEVINE: Thank you, we're
good.
Q. In the exchange DeRosa asked,
"Do we think worthwhile to get sign on

letter from former female staffers." And
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later in the conversation you say, "I

think it's a good idea." Correct?
A. Yeah.
Q. Can you describe the background

of this exchange.

A. Similar to the exchange a
couple of times ago, I thought maybe this
was a good idea, because it was former
staffers. The one I objected to before
are current staffers who I thought would
have no -- be of no use, no asset. And I
thought maybe former staffers could be
helpful to speak to, to offer supportive
statements of the Governor, and Lis says,
"I don't think they do much but I guess
no harm."” And I don't know where it went
from there.

Q. Do you recall if there were
ever drafting of a statement that would
be attributed to former female staffers?

A. If there was, I don't remember.
I don't recall seeing it.

Q. Now, why did you think this was

a good idea?
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A. Exact same answer that I just
gave. I thought because they were female
staffers who could speak to working with
the Governor, but because they were
former, that means they were not on the
payroll and therefore didn't have any --
they had no reason to speak, they didn't
have to do it, right. They aren't
employees or they don't feel like they
have to. So it's just a conversation
about what a good press strategy would be
and I was open to it.

You can see I didn't love it.
I said it's a good idea. 1It's not like I
was like great. But I thought it was a
reasonable, reasonable potential idea.

Q. Got you. And what was your
understanding as to why this would have
been useful in terms of responding to the
allegations that Ms. Boylan had made?

A. Because in a public relations
battle, you try to find your allies who
stand by you, and this is what this would

have been.
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Q. So in your understanding, the 12:009:
Executive Chamber was having a battle 12:09:
against Ms. Boylan? 12:09:
A. No. 12:09:
Q. What was it having a battle 12:009:
against? 12:09:
A. I'm sorry, I mean that in the 12:09:
context of a press. When you're having a 12:009:
conversation -- when you're having a 12:09:

Q. Do you recall this exchange?

A. The text exchange as opposed to
the Twitter thing, the text exchange?

Q. Yes. And I will represent to
you that this was a screenshot. So if
you look at the first page, it says the

attachment is image 5056.

A. Yes, got it.

Q. Okay.

A. I got it. Yes.

Q. And what do you recall about

this exchange?
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A. Not much, honestly, other than
Lindsey Boylan, other than supportive,
supportive comments from Kaitlin [}
and Charlotte Bennett.

Q. Do you recall if you had any
discussions about Kaitlin [Jjjjjj and
Charlotte Bennett before this exchange?

A. Yes. I don't recall

specifically when and how, but yes.

Q. What do you recall -- let's
break that up. So [ENIN - Wwrat do

you recall?

A. That one is much easier.
Nothing. Truly, I don't remember her. I
actually didn't even, couldn't remember
really when you sent the subpoena.

Q. Okay. And Ms. Bennett, what
conversation do you recall having about
Ms. Bennett prior to this exchange?

A. I don't know specifically prior
to this exchange. I do know at some
point we had conversations about
Charlotte Bennett and how she had left

the Governor's Office.
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Q. When did you have those
conversations?

A. I really, really, really don't
remember.

Q. Do you remember generally was

it in February, was it in January, was it
in December?

A. It would have been in February.
It would have been in February.

Q. Okay. And who did you have
those conversations with?

A. Generally, the group that is on
this, most of the people that's on this
text chain.

Q. Okay. And what do you recall
being said during those conversations
about Ms. Bennett and how she left the
Chamber?

A. That Ms. Bennett had some,
had -- I don't remember the exact
conversation, but that Ms. Bennett had
left the Chamber. Had left, I believe
satisfied, but had raised some issues

during her employment.
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Q. What issues were those?

A. That she had had some
uncomfortable interactions with the
Governor.

Q. And do you recall when, in your
discussions with the group, was there a
conversation as to when Ms. Bennett
raised her being uncomfortable -- an

interaction being uncomfortable with the

Governor?
A. Try that on me again.
Q. Sorry. I butchered that, so my

apologies. So you were discussing Ms.
Bennett with this group, correct?

A. Yes.

Q. And you said there was a
discussion about an incident between Ms.
Bennett and the Governor that Ms. Bennett
described as making her feel
uncomfortable, correct?

A. Yeah. I don't remember that
she used the word "uncomfortable," but
yes.

Q. Not attributing the word to Ms.
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Bennett?
A. Yes.
Q. But discussion about an

interaction of discomfort with the
Governor and Ms. Bennett, correct?

Q. My question is during that
conversation or during those
conversations, did anyone discuss when
Ms. Bennett had raised these issues or

raised this issue?

A. I don't know when her tenure
was, but during her tenure in office.

A. I don't recall the specifics.
The first thing would have been is this
the right tone, statement, et cetera.
What is the right approach. And I

believe I thought it was the wrong

approach.

Q. Anything else you recall being
discussed®?

A. No.

Q. Okay. And why did you think it

was the wrong approach?

A. Well, because first of all,
it's way too long. Second of all, it is
sort of point -- I don't know if it's
point by point, but it is an attempt to
refute many of the elements of the Boylan
medium post.

I believed two things. One, it
was not helpful to have a
point/counterpoint, just from a PR
perspective, that the back and forth
battle, again, public battle, was not the
right approach.

And secondarily, going back to
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where I was before, I generally believe
softer, not harder. I wanted statements
that were -- I wanted statements or
comments to be shorter, more contrite and
to not be like a point by point --
point/counterpoint.

Q. Okay. Any other reason why you
thought this was the wrong approach?

A. I don't think so. I think
generally that was my belief.

Q. Do you recall who during these
conversations thought this was a good
approach or an acceptable approach?

A. I'm not sure if anyone thought
it was a good approach, truthfully.

Q. Besides the person who drafted
it, obviously.

A. I can't speak to that, but yes,
I assumed. But that's also not a
surprise to me. Like the notions of
politicians doing one thing and the
advisor group thinking another. That's a
regular occurrence.

Q. And why were you, being a
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pollster, why were you participating in
these discussion?

A. So pollster is just a strict
job that I get paid to do.

And part of that discussion is about the
circumstances of Ms. Bennett's departure
from the Executive Chamber, correct?

A. Yes.

Q. Do you recall whether or not
that conversation took place before or

after Ms. Bennett's allegations became

public?
A. Before.
Q. How long before the allegations

had become public?

A. I want to clarify. Before, but
I don't know -- before could have easily
been because we got a reporter's inquiry.
I realize that's not like in the public
domain, but it could have been that. I
just don't remember.

Q. But it was before there was a
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New York Times story or et cetera®?

A. Yeah.

Q. And do you recall who brought
up Ms. Bennett?

A. No.

Q. Do you recall if during that
conversation, there was any discussion
about whether or not the conduct about
which Ms. Bennett complained constituted
sexual harassment?

A. No.

Q. Do you recall if during that
discussion there was a discussion of any
investigation that had taken place at the
time Ms. Bennett had complained?

A. Yes. Investigation, I'm not
sure about that technical word, but the
conversations had been had during that
time with people in the Chamber.

Q. Understanding that
investigation can be a sagacious noun,
what discussions were discussed, what
discussions were had about what took

place at the time that Ms. Bennett had
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complained?
A. We were told about Ms.
Bennett's allegations. I don't recall

being told about the process stuff, but
we talked about what Ms. Bennett had said
to individuals in the Chamber.

Q. Okay. And was there any
discussion about what those individuals

in the Chamber did after Ms. Bennett said

something?
A. Yes.
Q. And what was said?
A. I don't remember specifically.

They were largely about conversations,
meaning Ms. Bennett spoke to X person and
this is what Ms. Bennett said. But I
don't recall sort of any kind of
discussion of the formal investigations
beyond that, because I believe that one
of the conclusions was Ms. Bennett was
satisfied with the conversation or did
not want to press on. I am using bad
words. Not exact words. That Ms.

Bennett was satisfied with the
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conversations.

Q. Okay. And you don't recall
whether or not there was any discussion
about whether or not this conduct was in
fact sexual harassment?

A. No.

Q. And in terms of discussing
whether or not Ms. Bennett had been
satisfied by, you know, the resolution,
was there any discussion about whether or
not any other action should be taken,
whether or not she was satisfied?

A. Should actions, meaning should
actions have been taken -- should more

actions have been taken at the time?

Q. Or later on-?

A. I don't think so.

Q. Okay.

A. I don't think so.

Q. So even if the conduct were

harassing, there was no conversation
about what should have been done?
MR. LEVINE: That's a difficult

question for him to answer.
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MR. GRANT: No worries, okay. 13:25:

Q. So then how did you become 13:25:
aware of Ms. Bennett's public allegations 13:25:
against the Governor? 13:25:
A. I think from a reporter 13:25:
inquiry. 13:25:
Q. Okay. 13:25:

A. I think, I think. 13:25:

Q. And would that reporter inquiry 13:25:
have been directed to you or to the 13:25:
Executive Chamber? 13:25:
A. It would have been to somebody 13:25:

at the Chamber. 13:25:
Q. Okay. And do you recall who 13:25:
told you, who at the Executive Chamber 13:25:
told you about the public allegations? 13:25:
A. I do not. 13:25:

Q. So besides the conversation we 13:25:
just discussed with Ms. Mogul, have you 13:25:
since -- since Ms. Bennett's allegations 13:25:
have become public, have you had any 13:26:
other conversations with Executive 13:26:
Chamber members about Ms. Bennett's 13:26:
allegations? 13:26:
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A. Yes.

Q. Okay. When were those
conversations?

A. During, during that period of

time that we were in anticipation of the
New York Times. And again how to handle
that from a press perspective.

Q. Okay. And just to be clear, I
am not limiting just to the time in
anticipation of the New York Times. I
also am including after the story breaks.

A. Sure. Yeah. Okay.

Q. Okay. So how long after that,
when did you have discussions after that
about Ms. Bennett?

A. There have been conversations
about Ms. Bennett as recently as a number
of weeks ago, because these allegations
are now kind of from a political
consultant perspective, I am trying to
think about all these various things that
are going on and how they might impact
the Governor's future.

Q. Okay. And when you say as
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recently as a few weeks ago, when is
that?

A. Four weeks ago. Four weeks
ago. Five weeks ago. Six weeks ago.
Something like that. It hasn't been a
regular conversation in the most recent
time.

Q. And that conversation four
weeks ago, five weeks ago, who was
involved?

A. The Governor. Lis. Melissa.
Charlie King. Dana who works for the
Governor. I apologize, I don't remember
her last name.

Q. And what did the Governor say
during this discussion?

A. The Governor always says the
same thing, he talks about his mistaken
notion of being paternalistic. I
continue to use that word because it's

his word that he uses. And his belief

that this is a difference in perceptions.

Q. Did anyone challenge the

Governor's explanation during the call?
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A. Not the most recent one, but
only because we've been through this. If
you're talking about in the past, sure.
Any time you're dealing with a situation
like this, you challenge the principal
and ask questions and try to, from a
press perspective, simulate kind of the
incoming questions.

Q. Got you. Okay. We'll get back
to that then. What do you recall Lis
saying during this conversation?

A. Which one?

Q. The one that happened four or
five weeks ago.

A. It's the same. Lis and I are
always repeating the same thing. Calm,
calm. Contrition. But right now, in
terms of the most recent like, in terms
of five, six weeks ago or five weeks ago,
whatever it was, our advice is very
simple. Go do your job. And that's been
the majority of it, go do your job. And
try to get support from folks who support

what you're doing, which is why Charlie
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King and Dana are relevant, because 13:29:57
that's their sort of portfolio, if I may. 13:30:01
Q. And what's part of Charlie King 13:30:07
and Dana's portfolio? 13:30:08
A. I mean talking to people who 13:30:10
might be supportive of the Governor. 13:30:11
Q. And who are those people who 13:30:16
might be supportive of the Governor? 13:30:17
A. It depends. It depends. I 13:30:18
mean, in any situation, if the Governor 13:30:20
is going and doing something in 13:30:22
Westchester, I am making this up, it 13:30:27
could be the Westchester County 13:30:29
executive, to who might be impacted by 13:30:31
whatever the Governor is doing would be 13:30:33
the sort of outreach. 13:30:39
Q. And with respect to this 13:30:40
particular conversation, who were the 13:30:42
people? 13:30:43
A. There wasn't a conversation 13:30:44
about particular people. 13:30:45
Q. Okay. And what did Melissa say 13:30:46
during this conversation four or five 13:30:49
weeks ago? 13:30:51
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A. Generally the same thing.
Generally similar. That the Governor
should keep doing his job. And that we
should continue to highlight the good job
he's doing. And when he does things that
impact a community, find the people who
are satisfied and want to say so.

Q. You said that you and Lis
during this conversation conveyed that
the Governor should do his job and
Melissa conveyed the same thing. Who was
promoting something besides that?

A. Nobody .

Q. Okay. And the discussion about
Charlotte during this conversation, was
it limited to what you described earlier
about the Governor believing he was being
paternalistic and there being a
difference in perception?

A. Yes.

Q. Anything else about Ms. Bennett
during this conversation?

A. No.

Q. And between the time of this
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conversation, the last one, and the time
that the news broke of Ms. Bennett's
allegations, how many, if you can
ballpark, how many conversations have you
had about Ms. Bennett -- how many
conversations have you had that involved
Ms. Bennett's allegations?

A. Countless conversations at the
time of the New York Times allegation.
And I really couldn't ballpark a number.
Sort of like -- it's really about how
many days are you dealing with it as
opposed to number of conversations.

So I don't remember when the
original inquiry from the New York Times
came out. And then the Times came out.
And then there were a couple of TV hits,
Charlotte went and did some TV
interviews. So that would have been the

time of almost all of those

conversations.

Q. When was that period?

A. Whenever the story broke.
Whatever.
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Q. So to him, if I represent to
you that the New York Times story came
out February 27th, 202172

A. Okay, so then it would be 1like
24th, 5th, something like that, through
March 15th, I'm guessing. Actually, no,
I went on vacation, so at some point I
stopped, so in that March 15th range,
that's why I said that.

Q. And who was involved in these
conversations about Ms. Bennett's
allegations during this period of time?

A. The same group that I
referenced before.

Q. And do you recall what was
discussed during these calls, during
these discussions?

A. Very much about how to respond
to the allegations against Ms. Bennett.
And so there was a conversation about
whatever facts that we knew or had at our
disposal in terms of what folks at the
Chamber might have known at the time.

And frankly, most of what we do in those
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situations is listen, we're taking
reporters' questions and kind of going
through each one and saying how do you
deal with X, ¥, Z and sort of itemize it.
I couldn't remember all of those
questions. That's what it was.

Q. Okay. Anything else beyond how
to respond and gathering facts?

A. No.

Q. Do you recall if anyone asked
if Ms. Bennett's allegations were true?

A. That specific question, no.

But these are the things that have been
said. What is your recollection. Yes.

Q. Okay. And what was involved in
those discussions?

A. Conversations with, I sort of
referenced it before, conversations with
Judy Mogul and the team about what had
been discussed by Charlotte Bennett at
the time, whenever that time was. And
then conversations about the Governor's
beliefs or version of the facts and to

the exact same stuff.
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Q. Okay. So you said there were
discussions about how to respond. What
was decided in relation to how the
Chamber would respond?

A. The decision at the time of the
story, which is what you're asking,
right?

Q. Let's focus on the time of the
story for now as opposed to in the weeks
following.

A. Right. Because it's different.
That's why I said that, right. So at the
time of the story, it was to respond to
the reporters' inquiries and kind of go
question by question and figure out which
ones to respond to. Some of them you
decide not to respond to, because you
don't think that it's helpful.

Again, I couldn't remember
which ones we decided to and decided not
to and which ones of course the reporter
decided not to put into the piece. But
it was largely a point by point look at

each one of, whatever the questions were,
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point by point on the questions and how
to respond to each one.
Q. Do you recall anything about
the questions that had been raised?
A. Truthfully, I don't. I know
I'm not supposed to say truthfully.

Obviously truthfully. But I don't.

Q. Well, you're telling the truth
today?
A. Well, that's why I said that,

obviously truthfully. I don't remember.

Q. Do you recall anything more
specific about how you were approaching
how to respond to the allegations in the
New York Times story?

A. Same theory as before. I,
during this entire period, have not
changed my stripes. Softer. Contrition.
Particularly given the circumstances that
the Governor firmly believed that it was
a difference in perception. So I don't
remember the specific questions, but that
was my general philosophy.

Q. I think we covered this earlier
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in relation to discussions about Ms.
Bennett's allegation, there hasn't been a
reputation of certain facts, meaning did
particular conversations happen. It was
about the perception of these
conversations, correct?

A. I am sure that some of the
facts there is dispute over, but that
wasn't the conversation. 1It's much more
about the perception of wvarious
conversations, not a disputing of certain
facts.

Q. Okay. But even if there are
certain facts, there are certain facts
that are not disputed, meaning that the
Governor acknowledges that certain
conversations took place?

A. I would let him say that. I am
not going to say what the facts that the
Governor believes are.

Q. Well, you're presenting these
to the press, right?

A. Whatever I presented to the

press was presented as this is what the
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Governor believes, yes.

Q. And you were involved in
conversations with the Governor about
these particular instances, correct?

A. Yes.

Q. During those conversations, had
the Governor indicated that, in fact,
some of the conversations at issue in Ms.
Bennett's allegations took place?

A. Yes. I am being careful only
in that I don't know -- so I'm not saying
that he said those exact words where it
happened. So I am just being specific on
that. But yes, but that conversations
had taken place and there was a
difference in perception.

Q. Had the Governor acknowledged
that a conversation took place that
involved discussion about Ms. Bennett

being a victim of sexual assault?

A. Yes.

Q Okay.

A. For sure.

Q All right. Had the Governor
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ever explained why his perception of the
situation matters?

A. Why it matters?

Q. Sorry. Maybe if I break it
down a bit. So his side of the story has
been that, you know, he was being
paternalistic, something like that?

A. Mm-hmm.

Q. Has he ever given further
explanation as to why he thinks his
paternalism matters?

A. I don't think so.

Q. Has anyone ever pushed him on
that or asked him?

A. I don't know.

Q. And were you involved in
helping or taking part in the Executive

Chamber's response to the allegations?

A. Yes.
Q. And what did you do?
A. We crafted responses to the

reporter's inquiry. Again, because I
don't remember -- I don't remember

whether we did a statement. I think
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maybe we did a statement. Maybe. But
the exact thing was how do you deal with
the reporter's response.

Frequently, as you know, you do
a reporter's response and then you offer
a statement that goes to other people. I
just can't remember whether we did that
or not. I am sure you'll tell me, but I
just don't remember.

Q. Did you have contact with

current or former Executive Chamber

staff?

A. Only the people who were on the
calls.

Q. So you didn't reach out to any

former staffers asking about staff?

A. No.

Q. Did you have contact with
reporters?

A. A little bit, although I'm not
sure, I'm not sure if it was then. I
don't remember. I'm not sure. I don't
think so. Not as it relates to this, I

don't think so.
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Q. And I think you acknowledged

this earlier, you did work on press

statements?

A. Yes.

Q. And responses to press
inquiries?®?

A. Yes.

Q. Did you call any elected
officials®?

A. No.

Q. Did you speak with Senator

Gillibrand about it?
A. I did not.
Q. And did you speak to Scott

Stringer about it in any way?

A. Not until after he made his own
statement. So in terms of in advance,
no.

Q. Going back to Gillibrand,

putting aside responding to this
particular New York Times story, have you
ever discussed with Ms. Gillibrand the
sexual harassment allegations levered

against Governor Cuomo?
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A. I have actually not. 13:42:19
Q. What do you recall speaking to 13:42:21
Mr. Stringer about in relation to the 13:42:22
allegations? 13:42:25
A. I'm not sure I spoke to 13:42:25
Mr. Stringer at the time. It would have 13:42:27
been the campaign team. The campaign 13:42:28
team wanted to make a statement about 13:42:33
Mr. Cuomo and obviously didn't include me 13:42:34
in that conversation, because of my 13:42:37
obvious conflict. And then at some point 13:42:40
we had a conversation. 13:42:44
Q. And who did you have that 13:42:45
conversation with? 13:42:46
A. The campaign team. 13:42:47
Q. Who on the campaign team? 13:42:51

Q. And what was said during that
conversation?
A. This is what we have to do, and

I said, I understand you have to do what
you have to do.

Q. That's it~?

A. On that conversation, yes. I
had a conversation with Mr. Stringer at
some point, but I don't remember when.

Q. Do you recall what was said
during that conversation with
Mr. Stringer?

A. He asked me about the
situation. I said I probably was not the
right person to have a conversation with
because of my bias. And he did what he
had to do. That was the general tone.

Q. Your bias being that the
Governor is a client of yours?

A. Yes. Bias is wrong. Client
contact would be what I would say more

than bias.
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Q. Okay. And did you discuss Ms. 13:44:11
Bennett's sexual harassment, have you 13:44:20
discussed -- let me start narrowly. Have 13:44:22
you discussed Ms. Bennett's allegations 13:44:27
with any other elected official or 13:44:29
potential elected official®? 13:44:31
A. No. 13:44:36
Q. Have you discussed the 13:44:36
allegations more generally that have been 13:44:37
levied against Governor Cuomo with any 13:44:39
elected or potential elected official?

Q. So the information or the
troubles in his own life relate to the

same personal information he shared?

A. That's correct.

Q. Meaning the stuff about [}
B 2nd nothing else?

A. That is correct.

Q. During the conversation that we

discussed earlier when the Governor and
Ms. Bennett had a conversation involving
Ms. Bennett being a sexual assault
victim, could you tell me everything you
recall about what the Governor said about
how that conversation took place?

A. I don't -- she came to the
Governor. How she came to the Governor,
I have no idea. But that she had
initiated a conversation about either how

excited she was or how happy she was to
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work for the Governor. And explained her
traumatic situation that she had suffered
in college, I think, I think, I think.
And that working for the Governor was
sort of a real highlight, something
positive because of the work that he had
done on sexual assault legislation in
Albany.

Q. What else has the Governor said
about the conversation?

A. I don't think there is much
more than that.

Q. Meaning the Governor hasn't
conveyed to you how the subject of -- how
conversation about whether or not
Ms. Bennett had been raped was raised?

A. At that initial conversation,
when she came to him and told him that
story, I don't know.

Q. Okay. All right. And why did
you think all of these suggestions were
important for the press strategy here?

A. Because this version, this

version of the facts suggest the
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paternalistic relationship that Governor

Cuomo believed that, that he had with

her.
Q. Okay. If you can turn to tab
22.
A. Okay.
Tell me when you're ready.
(Witness reviews document.)
A. So this is like one on top of

the other. Okay. Just a change in --
got it, okay. Yup.

Q. Okay. Now why did you suggest
trying to relate to her troubles by
sharing some of mine?

A. I think it sounds better. I
think it relates to the questions that
you asked me before in terms of shared
personal information and tried to relate
with her struggles by sharing some of my

own, it just sounded better.

Q. The struggles being what?
Q. Okay. Now if you turn to tab
24. Please review and let me know when
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you're ready.
(Witness reviews document.)
A. Okay. This is later in the

day, okay. Got it.

Q. Ready?
A. Yes.
Q. And you ask: "And why are we

changing 'have never made sexual advances
towards women in the workplace' with one
that just says Ms. Bennett? I would

think he would like the broader denial."

A. Mm-hmm.

Q. Do you know why it was changed?

A. No.

Q. No one ever told you why it was
changed?

A. No. But I -- no. I know what

I am referring to.

anything broader.

Q. Do you know of there being any
other reason why a broader denial was
removed from the statement?

A. No, I do not.
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Q. Okay. But you acknowledge that
the broader denial was admitted and the
more narrow denial was added?

A. No, I don't actually. Because
it says, "I would think he would like the
broader denial." That doesn't say that
there was something -- maybe there was,

you would have to show me. But you don't

know that there was. That to me is
speculating.

What's the background to this
text exchange?
A. I don't remember the first one.
I don't know, I think that one is
irrelevant to the rest of it, I think.

He said -- I don't remember
exactly -- he said something about his

own pain. And Lis felt that that was the
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wrong thing to say. Not wrong legally,
but wrong PR-wise to say, because our
point was it wasn't about him, it was
about how others felt. And I kind of
reiterate that. And that's kind of the
back and forth.

And then it's a little bit
about his tone, because we had discussed
sounding contrite. And at some point I
think, and at some point I think he got a
little more aggressive, maybe with a
reporter. And we were suggesting that he
calm down. Not that we could do anything
about it.

Q. And when Ms. DeRosa writes:
"Should he clean up" and you respond
"Don't know how to, I'd leave it," what
were you referring to?

A. Well, the cleanup is because
Lis objects to this notion of him talking
about his own pain. Melissa is asking
right then, is there something press-
wise, something that he should say or do

or that she should say or do frankly,
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they should say or do.

And I just felt like there was
nothing to do and we would deal with it
later, if we even wanted to deal with it.

Q. And then you later write:
"Tell him to cut too much. I'm sorry if
anyone felt and now he's not sounding
contrite so let's go back to that and we
will remind him to soften."

Does this reflect your advice
to him during the press conference?

A. Yes, he's not on these texts.
It's more my -- it is what I would have
liked to be communicating if I could be

speaking in his ear.

Q. Ms. DeRosa is, though; is that
correct?
A. I don't know that she's

speaking to him during the press
conference. But she's there, so the
notion is if there was some sort of thing
they could do to be helpful. That's why
we were communicating, because she was in

the room.

Q. What were those conversations?
A. The point was that he couldn't

say that he never touched anyone because
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he hugs people. He's actually, he's got
these very large hands, actually. He
sort of shakes. He embraces. He's
actually a very touchy guy. And so
saying "I never touched anyone
inappropriately" was, to us, very
important. Those words were very
important.

Q. Understood. My question was a
little bit different.

Was there any conversation
about touching that he engaged in that he
thought was appropriate? And let's
narrow it down even more, beyond, you
know, hugging or, you know, handshakes?

A. But then I don't know what the
question is. That was the notion that if
he had, that if he had touched somebody
in some way, it would have been
appropriate or what he felt was
appropriate like hugging, shaking hands,
arm around the back. Things that he did
think were appropriate. Versus

inappropriate touching, which was in
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particular was what Lindsey Boylan was
referring to, inappropriate kissing.

Q. Was there any discussion of

inappropriate touching beyond forcible

kissing?
A. I don't think so.
Q. And was there any discussion

about what the participants had about
what the line of appropriateness is,
meaning how to define inappropriate
versus appropriate touching?

A. No.

Q. What conversations did you have
after the press conference with the group
about the press conference?

A. We debriefed, meaning what did
we think went right, what did we think
didn't go right. We made a couple of
calls to -- I actually didn't. Lis made
some calls to reporters.

I don't think I actually called
any reporters. They actually weren't
there that long, and Lis and I actually

drove home.
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Q. You and Ms. Smith came
together?

A. We did, we drove together.

Q. When you said Lis reached out

to some reporters, which reporters?

A. I don't know specifically. The
only one I can tell you is Chuck Todd,
who was on the air at the time. And part
of it was watching the reporter's
response in realtime. And so Chuck
Todd's program was on the air at the
time.

And Lis's concern was largely
about, again, the thing that she
references earlier in those texts that we
just talked about. So I think she
probably, I think she -- well, she wanted
to talk about that. But other than Chuck
Todd, I actually don't know who she spoke
to. She spoke to Katie Tur, T-U-R.

Those are the two I remember. I don't
remember anything else.

Q. The one that had the large

press with former President Trump, that
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Katie Tur?

A. That's the one.

Q. Do you know why Ms. Smith was
reaching out to the reporters?

A. Because they were on -- they
were on, on or about to be on MSNBC or
CNN.

Q. And what information or what
was Ms. Smith --

A. I don't know --

Q. Sorry, I just want to make it
clear, I know you don't know exactly what
Ms. Smith said to them, but do you have
an understanding of what they were

supposed to convey to them?

A. Yes.
Q. What was that?
A. My understanding was that she

was supposed to do, as we frequently do
after these things, to talk about how
well our client did in communicating.

We also wanted to make sure
that this one item that she had said that

they didn't like, that that wasn't going
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to be problematic, since it wasn't
central to -- to the -- to what the

statement was supposed to say.

Q. Got you. Can you go to tab 48.
A. Yeah.

Q. Let me know when you're there.
A. Okay.

Q. Do you remember having this

text exchange with Ms. DeRosa and others?

A. I don't remember it. I think
it's after the -- after the press
conference from a time stamp perspective,
that's what it looks like to me.

this text message?

A. This is the follow-up from
Lis's point about something that he said
intended or something. I would have to
go back and read it. And then ashamed, I
don't remember the ashamed part. We have
to go and read the statement. It was
just that I thought that the language
that he used, unintended was not what we
had discussed. If you go read it, I will
read the ashamed part. I just don't
remember.

Q. What was the cleanup that
needed to be done?

A. The cleanup would be in a press

conversation, that that was not central
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to what he was trying to communicate.
Q. Got you. And what did you mean

when you said it's not about intent?

A. Can I go read the statement?

Q. Sure.

A. Which number is that?

Q. The statement, I believe --

A. I got it.

Q. -- is 84.

A. I didn't like him saying it was

unintentional. That I felt that the --
that whether it was intentional or
unintentional, the point was to apologize
for it and not to qualify it. So that's
merely a PR piece.

And on the second piece I
actually think, I didn't remember it

Q. Do you recall whether or not
Ms. Bennett had specifically named
negative interactions with Ms. DeRosa and

Ms. Benton in her allegations or

complaints?
A. I don't remember.
Q. Okay. Are you aware of

allegations that Ms. Karen Hinton has
made concerning the Governor?

A. Yes.

Q. And when did you first learn
about Ms. Hinton's allegations?

A. By way of a press inquiry or by
way of something that she said publicly.

I don't remember which.

Q. Do you recall when that
happened?

A. No.

Q. And did you communicate with
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any current or former members of the

Executive Chamber about Ms. Hinton's

A. This one was particularly vivid
in terms of details. And so we had a
conversation about, well, first and
foremost, what were the facts as the
Governor knew them to be. And he
rejected them out of hand. Said they
weren't true.

I don't remember if he was part

of the first conversation or second or
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whatever, but some conversation where he
made it very clear that this was
absolutely not true.
Q. Meaning there was at least one
conversation that included the Governor

in which he denied the veracity of the

allegations?
A. Correct.
Q. Okay. Anything else you recall

being discussed about these allegations?

A. Well, because these were more
salacious, there was -- and by salacious,
I don't mean, I am not disrespecting the
other ones at all. I am just saying
there are details here that are, that
from a press perspective, are more
salacious. That we wanted to understand
what this woman's role was, what the --
what her experience at the office, had
she had problems.

And I don't know her name. She

was anonymous. So I don't know her -- I
didn't know her name at the time. I

don't know her name now, truthfully. But
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to us this required like real
understanding of this woman's history
with the Governor and the Chamber.

Q. And was there any discussion
about what this woman's role was?

A. Yes.

Q. Okay. And what was said during
those conversations?

A. That she was an assistant, but
that in particular, that she had been,
she had been having some problems in her
personal life. And that she had
actually, financially, and that she had
actually requested more hours, to
actually work more hours at the
Governor's mansion and specifically hours
on the weekend in order to kind of work
around [ issues. But that she
had specifically requested those weekend
hours that are kind of part of the
conversation eventually as it relates to
the story about her.

Q. So there was a discussion about

how financial issues for this woman led
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her to request to work more hours,
including hours at the mansion?

A. That's correct. That's
correct. And I don't remember who said
that.

Q. Anything else that was said

about these allegations during these

conversations?
A. No.
Q. Was there any discussion as to

why the woman requesting to work for
hours at the mansion bore on whether or
not she was groped?

A. No. The Governor vociferously
denied the groping. And then beyond
that, the conversation was why somebody
might bring these allegations against
him. So speculation.

Meaning was it
before or after the time of the alleged

groping?

false that we had to respond to"?

A. I have no idea. I can't figure
it out.

Q. Can you turn to tab 767

A. Okay.

Q. Why were you sending the

summary to Mr. Ajemian?

A. It was a summary -- I don't
know why I sent it to Peter, but it was a
summary of a conversation that we had had
about the Ronan Farrow article and about
the relationship with Lindsey Boylan.

Q. When you say "a conversation

that we had," who was a part of that
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conversation?

A. It would have been, it would
have been a larger conversation, not just
me and Peter Ajemian. I don't know that
I had those conversations.

Q. So this was all stuff that
you -- was shared during a -- during some
communication about the Ronan Farrow
article?

A. Some group call, yes.

Actually, as I recall I was Jjust trying

to be helpful because he was like on the
run or something. So on the go. And I

think I just wrote things down and sent

them to him.

Q. Got you. Can you turn to the

next tab, 77.

A. Okay.

Q. Do you recognize this e-mail
exchange?

A. I do.

Q. And what was the background for

this e-mail exchange?

A. These are the either written or
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called responses to the Ronan Farrow
article and the questions that were being
asked.

Q. Got you. And do you recall why
there was discussion as to potential
retaliation?

A. Because that was an allegation
that Ms. Boylan made. It's actually a
question that Ronan Farrow asks.

Q. And if you look at Ms. Garvey's
e-mail toward the middle of the first
page, you say: "You don't have to make
news with what can be spun as
retaliatory."

To which Ms. DeRosa responds,
"Retaliatory how? If you want to cut out
the last part and make it purely factual,
fine, but how is it retaliatory to
respond to her attacks factually?"

My question is, was there a
discussion about whether or not certain
information that you were provided in
your response to be considered

retaliation?
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A. I don't recall having -- I 17:01:
don't recall having the conversation. 17:02:
Beth Garvey is making a point, 17:02:

as with anything you write, you can write 17:02:
something that is accidentally or 17:02:
incidentally taken as something else. 17:02:
But I don't recall talking specifically, 17:02:
I don't recall specifically talking about 17:02:
the retaliatory piece other than our 17:02:
response. 17:02:
Q. Can you turn to the following 17:02:
tab, 78. 17:02:
A. Okay. 17:02:

Q. If you go to page -- sorry, 17:03:
first, do you recognize this e-mail 17:03:
exchange? 17:03:
A. Yes. 17:03:

Q. And what's the background to 17:03:
this e-mail exchange? 17:03:
A. Continued litigation of the 17:03:
story. 17:03:
Q. Got you. And if you can go to 17:03:
page 3095. 17:03:
A. Yup. 17:03:
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Q. And at the top it's an e-mail
from you to the group-?
A. Mm-hmm.
Q. And you write: T"Lawyers need
to either overrule or not. The lawyers

should have the priority on this,

Melissa."
A. Mm-hmm.
Q. What did you mean when you

wrote that?

A. So at a certain point I began
to, as I had asserted a number of times,
I did not want to be perceived in any way
as the Governor or the Governor's team
interfering with the AG's investigation.
And therefore if we were going to comment
on things, particularly things that felt
to me sensitive, I wanted to make sure
that the lawyers were okay with it.

And it wasn't just a political
judgment, which is why I said "The
lawyers should have priority on this,
Melissa."

Q. Okay. Could you turn to turn
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to tab 80. 17:04:57
A. Mm-hmm. Okay. 17:04:58

Q. If you go to the second page? 17:05:29

A. Yes. 17:05:31

Q. And it's an e-mail from Lis 17:05:32
Smith in which you write: "I'm not sure 17:05:34
name calling coming from you guys is 17:05:37
super credible"? 17:05:40
A. She said that, not me. 17:05:41

Q. Yes, she said that. And on the 17:05:43
next page you say "Agreed." 17:05:45
A. Yes. 17:05:48

Q. What did you mean or what's the 17:05:48
fact pattern of this exchange? 17:05:50
A. It's for -- it's another piece 17:05:52

of the Ronan Farrow story, but particular 17:05:55
to Melissa about a quote that she said, I 17:05:57
think somebody has quoted saying that 17:06:02
she's a mean girl or one of the mean 17:06:05
girls or something like that. 17:06:07
And my point was that there had 17:06:09

been far too much sort of back and forth 17:06:10
over sort of name calling and angry 17:06:14
words. And I just didn't think it was 17:06:20
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credible from a press perspective to say
name calling.

Q. Got you. On the next page --
sorry, if you can turn to the next tab,
81.

A. Okay.

Q. Do you remember sending this
text message?

A. I do.

Q. What's the background of this
text message?

A. After the Ronan Farrow story
breaks, as I previously have said, I had
been concerned that Ronan Farrow was
going to break new territory with his
story because that's what he had done
many times before. And I didn't think he
had.

Q. Okay. Do you recall anything
else -- besides what you've already
testified to, do you recall anything else
that was shared during these
communications about responding to the

Ronan Farrow article?
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A. No. 17:07:28
Q. Okay. Are you aware of 17:07:30
allegations that have been made by a 17:07:33
woman named Alyssa McGrath against the 17:07:35
Governor? 17:07:37
A. No. 17:07:38
Q. Okay. Can you turn to tab 82. 17:07:38
A. Mm-hmm. Okay. 17:07:44
Q. Does that refresh your 17:08:39
recollection of whether or not you know 17:08:40
of allegations concerning a woman named 17:08:41
Alyssa McGrath against the Governor? 17:08:44
A. Yes. 17:08:47
Q. And when did you first learn 17:08:47
about these allegations? 17:08:48
A. In the New York Times. 17:08:49
Q. Okay. And did you discuss 17:08:50
these allegations with any current or 17:08:53
former members of the Executive Chamber? 17:08:54
A. I don't remember this one. I 17:08:57
don't remember talking about this one. 17:08:59
Q. And that would include you 17:09:01
don't remember speaking with the Governor 17:09:06
about these allegations at any point? 17:09:08
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A. No.
Q. And were you -- did you

participate in any way in any response to

these allegations?

A. I don't think so.

Q. And did you discuss these

allegations at all

with anyone, with

anyone in the Executive Chamber

currently?
A. I don't think so.
Q. Okay. And what was your

reaction to these allegations?

A. I don't recall.

Q. What is your reaction now to

these allegations?

A. I am not even sure how to

answer that question.

Q. All right.

MR. GRANT: Do you mind if we

take a quick five minute? I think I

may have at most an hour left, but I

want to go through some of my notes.

MR. LEVINE: Sure.

MR. GRANT: Thank you.
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THE VIDEOGRAPHER: The time is
5:01, we are going off the record.
This will end media unit number 5.

(Off the record.)

THE VIDEOGRAPHER: The time is
5:08 p.m., would are back on the
record and this is the start of media
unit number 6.

BY MR. GRANT:

Q. Can you turn to tab 73.

A. Yes.

Q. Can you tell me the
background -- first, do you recognize

this e-mail exchange?

A. Yes.

Q. Can you tell me the background
to this exchange?

A. I don't know where the
derivation of the, the New York Times
editorial said something, the New York
Times editorial said something that I
don't remember specifically.

And this was a draft statement

that I thought was not the right kind of
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statement, thus the 100 question marks in 17:18:
my response. 17:18:
Q. Got you. Do you know who 17:18:
drafted that statement? 17:18:
A. I do not. 17:18:
Q. Do you have any understanding 17:18:
as to who would have drafted that 17:19:
statement? 17:19:
A. No. 17:19:
Q. Okay. And I take it, as you 17:19:
said, your response was followed by 20 17:19:
question marks means you did not agree 17:109:
with this strategy? 17:19:
A. I did not. 17:109:
Q. And why was it a strategy that 17:19:
you did not agree with? 17:19:
A. Because one of the other 17:19:
truisms of press strategy is to not pick 17:19:
a fight with those who buy ink by the 17:19:
barrel. So picking a fight with the New 17:19:
York Times editorial board felt like a 17:19:
pretty bad idea to me. 17:19:
Q. Got you. Did anyone ever ask 17:19:
you to go on the record and to defend 17:19:
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Governor Cuomo?

A. I am on the record a couple of
times.
Q. Okay. And did anyone ask you

to do that or did you volunteer it?

A. Both.
Q. Who asked you to do it?
A. I don't know who specifically.

It would have been a part of the
conversation of who is best to respond to
something.

So there is a New York Times
article that I am quoted in where they
wanted to -- there are two New York Times
articles where I am quoted in where they
wanted to talk about the Governor's
numbers, and so it was logical that I do
it. And then there are other times, such
as the e-mails or texts that you showed
me about me talking to reporters who had
reached out to me.

Q. Got you. But in terms of the
statements you've made on the record and,

for instance, the Times on February 26th,
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the discussion was that you were best
able to respond because you were the
numbers person?

A. That's correct.

Q. Any other reason that you were
asked to go on the record?

A. No. I think I'm only on the
record three or four times.

Q. Did you have any aversion to

being on the record at all or cause for

concern?

A. No.

Q. Okay. If you can look at tab
727

A. You showed me this. No, that's

71. Sorry. Yup.

Q. Let me know when you're ready.
A. Okay. No problem. I am ready.
Q. All right. So it appears that

Ms. DeRosa is e-mailing you particular
numbers. And I am assuming these are
polling numbers, you know, favorable
ratings for particular questions, right?

A. Correct. From a public poll of
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some sort, I assume.

Q. Got you. And you write in
response: '"Generally good stuff in here
for pushback on all fronts. Other than
the reelect and a huge decline on nursing
home data, but generally fine for
pushback."

What sort of pushback was being
contemplated at this time?

A. I don't know that there was any
contemplated at the time. I Jjust mean
sort of generically how is the Governor
doing. He's suffering. He's succeeding.
Like the notion is he's doing his job.

So I don't think it's specific
to anything. 1It's sort of pushback to
the narrative that like he's in trouble.

Q. Okay. And if you look at the
third page of the exhibit, one of the
questions that was posited and what you
think may have been a public poll is "Do
you think Governor Cuomo has committed
sexual harassment," correct?

A. Yes, I am almost possible this
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is a public poll. I think a Siena poll.
Q. Got you. And was any of the
pushback that was contemplated by your

response related to the sexual harassment

allegations?
A. The pushback is about the
Governor's standing. So that would be

anything that he was under attack from,
but largely how is his political standing
is what I was talking about.

Q. Okay. All right. That's all I

have for that exhibit.

A. Okay.
Q. You don't have to continue
looking at the numbers. I know you may

like the numbers.

A. I do, thank you.
Q. All right. 1In your role as
pollster to the Governor -- we discussed

this earlier, you have known the Governor

for a long period of time, since his

first run for Attorney General, correct?
A. Correct.

Q. And over the course of those
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years, I know you said it varies how
regularly you interact with the Governor,
but you've in some capacity been able to

see the Governor interact with others,

correct?
A. Largely on the campaign
environment, not otherwise. I don't

spend time in Albany, for example. I
don't really spend time in the government
office. So really on campaign-related
stuff.

Q. So when you say the office, you
mean the office in Albany as well as the
office in New York City?

A. That's correct.

Q. So you don't regularly go to
either of his government offices?

A. No, not regularly.

Q. Okay. How often would you say
you go to his government offices?

A. Almost never in Albany. I
couldn't even tell you. I couldn't even
remember the last time in Albany.

In New York, in the City,
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sometimes there are meetings frequently
in the building at 633 Third Avenue. But
also many times not in, not in the
Governor's Office, but in like a
conference room where I can do a
presentation of polling data. That is
the times, by and large, over the,
whatever, 20 years, 16 years, 15 years,
whatever it's been, largely about
presenting polling data in terms of in-
person meetings.

Q. And during those meetings are
other member of the Executive Chamber

staff there?

A. Sometimes, yes.

Q. Who?

A. Well, it's been 15 years.

Q. I just want to get a general

sense of who, in what particular roles,
meaning, so, for instance, I don't think

you necessarily know every briefer,

right?
A. I don't know.
Q. But you did testify to
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having -- knowing Melissa DeRosa very
well?

A. Yes.

Q. Including her capacity as

Secretary to the Governor, correct?

A. Sure.

Q. So I am trying to understand,
who in the Executive Chamber are people
with whom you would interact?

A. So the Secretary to the
Governor would be a frequent interaction
when I was dealing with an issue like a
polling presentation.

Sometimes it would be some of
the communications people. Sometimes the

Governor's counsel.

Q. So is it fair to say --
A. Just thinking.
Q. So is it fair to say that you

have observed the Governor's interaction
with members of the senior Executive
Chamber staff?

A. Yes.

Q. Okay. All right. And on the
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campaign side, what sort of interactions
have you observed of the Governor's, like
what setting?

A. Virtually the same,
presentation of polling data to him, and
so it would have been with him and like
campaign manager or somebody like that.
But same.

Q. So senior campaign staff?

A. Yeah.

Q. Okay. And have you ever
interacted or have you seen -- were you
able -- have you observed the Governor's

interaction with less senior campaign

staff?
A. No.
Q. Okay. Has the Governor ever

yelled at you?
A. No.
Q. Has the Governor ever insulted

you in any way?

A. No.
Q. Has he ever threatened you?
A. No.
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Q. Has he ever thrown anything at
you®?

A. No.

Has the Governor ever touched

you?

A. Handshake, hugs, yes.

Q. What sort of hugs?

A. Warm embraces. He's a hugger.

Q. Did any of the hugs make you

feel uncomfortable in any way?

A. No.

Q. When you say warm embraces,
could you be more specific?

A. We have a 16-plus-year track
record of going through lots of campaigns
and wins together. So a warm embrace
upon seeing each other.

So again, I don't see him that

often, so that's part of it.

Q. Has the Governor ever kissed
you?
A. Yes, on the cheek, yes, sure.
On the lips?
A. No. I don't think so.
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Q. You don't think so? 17:28:
A. No, no. 17:28:
Q. Has the Governor ever commented 17:28:
on your appearance? 17:28:
A. Sure. 17:28:
Q. What has he said? 17:28:
A. I'm frequently the only 17:28:
political consultant to wear a suit, so I 17:29:
get made fun of all the time for that. I 17:29:
am used to it. 17:29:
Q. I don't think that's true. 17:29:
You're the only political consultant who 17:29:
wears a suit? 17:29:
A. I am happy to have you come to 17:29:
some of my meetings. I am the one in the 17:29:
suit. 17:29:
Q. Anything else you recall him 17:29:
saying about your appearance and your 17:29:
dress? 17:29:
A. No. 17:29:
Q. Has the Governor ever asked or 17:29:
commented about your relationship status? 17:29:
A. No. But I have been married 17:29:
the entire time I have known him. 17:29:
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Q. And has the Governor made any

comments with sexual undertones in your

presence?
A. No.
Q. Has the Governor made any

comments of any sort of sexual innuendo
in your presence?

A. The Governor makes jokes
frequently. But sexual innuendo towards
me, no.

Q. Not necessarily towards you. I
meant in your presence.

A. No.

Q. Has he ever made any Jjokes with

any sort of sexual innuendo or sexual

undertone?
A. Not to my knowledge.
Q. Have you ever seen the Governor

yell at any member of the Executive
Chamber staff or the campaign staff?

A. No.

Q. Have you ever seen the Governor
curse at anyone or seen or heard the

Governor curse at anyone in the Executive
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Chamber staff or campaign staff?

A. I say this respectfully, in
politics we use the word "fuck" in place
of the word "the." I'm not sure curse is
like -- sure, I've heard everybody curse.
Everybody curses.

Q. Not sure "fuck" is an article,
but okay.

In any event, would you say
there is any difference in the way that
the Governor curses at women and men?

A. No.

Q. Have you ever heard the
Governor insult anyone who works in the
Executive Chamber or the campaign staff?

A. No.

Q. Have you ever seen or heard the
Governor threaten anyone who works in the
Executive Chamber or the campaign staff?

A. No.

Q. Have you ever seen the Governor
throw anything at anyone who works in the
Executive Chamber or the campaign staff?

A. No.
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Q. Have you ever seen the Governor
hug anyone who works in the Executive

Chamber or the senior campaign staff?

A. Yes.
Q. And who have you seen him hug?
A. I've seen him hug everybody.

He's a hugger. He sees somebody at an
event, including staff, he hugs. That's
what he does. 1I've seen him do it to
countless people, men and women.

Q. Is there any difference in the

frequency with which he hugs men and

women-?
A. No.
Q. Is there any difference in the

way that he hugs men and women?

A. I don't believe so, no.

Q. Did you ever see the Governor
hold anyone particularly close to him for
an extended amount of time?

A. No.

Q. Have you seen the Governor kiss
any employee of the Executive Chamber or

the campaign staff?
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A. No.
Q. Not even on the cheek?
A. I don't think so, no. I don't

remember that.

Q. Have you ever seen or heard the
Governor ask to kiss anyone?

A. No.

Q. Have you ever seen or heard the
Governor comment on a female's appearance
in front of Executive Chamber staff or
campaign staff?

A. No.

Q. Have you ever heard the
Governor use language that is typically
associated with gender discrimination,
for instance, "bitch" or "See you next
Tuesday"?

A. No.

Q. All right. Have you ever seen
the Governor flirt with anyone?

A. No.

Q. Putting aside the complaints
that we talked about earlier today, have

you ever heard of anyone complaining
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about the Governor's treatment of him or
her?
A. No.
Q. Have you ever seen or heard the
Governor comment on the appearance of an

Executive Chamber employee or a campaign

employee?
A. No.
Q. Have you ever seen or heard the

Governor comment on an Executive Chamber
employee or campaign employee's clothing?

A. No.

Q. Have you ever seen or heard the
Governor comment on an Executive Chamber
employee or a campaign employee's
relationship status?

A. No.

Q. Have you ever heard the
Governor refer to any Executive Chamber
staff person or campaign staff person
using terms like "sweetie, honey,
sweetheart"?

A. Yes.

Q. Who have you heard him use
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those terms with?

A. I don't know specifically, but
he's used them about me. He does use
those sort of old-fashioned affectionate
terms or what he sees as old-fashioned
affectionate terms.

Q. Okay. Which old-fashioned

affectionate terms has he used with you?

A. I have seen him do "Hey hon."
Q. The Governor called you "hon"?
A. I don't think he's called me

"hon," but I think he's called me
"sweetheart." He's called me "math man."

Q. So Governor Cuomo called you
"sweetheart"?

A. Whether it's "sweetheart" or
something sort of in that vein. I don't
remember exactly. And I took it as
sarcastic since I am not particularly
sweet.

Q. Was it your understanding when
the Governor called you "sweetheart" it
was sarcastic?

A. Yes, that was my understanding.
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Q. Okay. Have you ever heard the
Governor called anyone else "sweetheart"
in the non-sarcastic fashion?

A. I don't recall.

Q. Have you ever heard the
Governor call anyone "honey" or "hon" in
a non-sarcastic fashion?

A. I don't think so.

Q. Okay. Have you ever heard the
Governor call anyone "baby" in a
non-sarcastic fashion?

A. No.

Q. Beyond what you may have
learned from the press, had you ever
heard the term "mean girls" used about a

group of women in the Executive Chamber

staff?
A. No.
Q. Did you observe, in your

observations with the Governor and his
interactions with others, have you ever
noticed any differences in the way that
Governor Cuomo treats men and women?

A. No.
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Q. Do you know whether Governor
Cuomo has ever had a -- have you ever
seen any campaign employee or Executive
Chamber employee sit on the Governor's
lap?

A. No.

Q. Do you know if Governor Cuomo
has had any sexual or romantic

relationship with any of his staff

members?
A. No.
Q. Have you heard of rumors of

Governor Cuomo having any relationships
with any members of his staff?

A. I heard rumors about every

politician that I worked for having them.

So I heard them about everybody, but not

specific.

Q. With respect to Governor Cuomo

specifically, what rumors have you heard

about him having relationships with
members of his staff?
A. I don't have any -- as in I

don't know who that would be with.
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Rumors of, rumors -- so just rumors of
affairs, period. But I couldn't tell you

with whom or about.

Q. Can you turn to tab 69.

A. Yes.

Q. Let me know when you're ready.
A. Okay.

Q. Can you tell me the background

of this text exchange?

A. Lis sends me an article or
something that some -- some site is
putting out about and the
Governor suggesting that he had a
relationship.

Q. Okay. So you were aware of
rumors about the Governor having a
romantic relationship with members of the
staff?

A. I actually -- I actually had
never heard, never heard a rumor at all.
This was the first -- the first thing was
this site had popped this up.

Q. Okay. Are you aware of any

incidents of harassment, bullying or
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other hostile or aggressive treatment by
Governor Cuomo?

A. No.

Q. All right. I think I may be
done. But I want to take another five
minutes. 1Is that okay?

A. Sure.

MR. LEVINE: Of course.
THE VIDEOGRAPHER: Time is 5:30

p.-m., we are going off the record.

(Off the record.)
THE VIDEOGRAPHER: Time is 5:35

p.-m., we are back on the record.

BY MR. GRANT:

Q. Besides counsel, have you
spoken to anyone about this
investigation?

A. I have had a conversation with
both Lis Smith and Melissa DeRosa that I
have been subpoenaed, that's it.

Q. Was that one conversation or
multiple conversations?

A. One conversation.

Q. And what was said during that
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conversation?

A. That I had been subpoenaed.
They had both been surprised that I had
not been subpoenaed since they had.

Q. So you had previously discussed

them being subpoenaed?

A. Correct.

Q. Ms. DeRosa and Ms. Smith?

A. Correct.

Q. And when was that conversation?

A. When they received their
subpoenas. I don't remember when that

was, but whenever they received their
subpoenas.

Q. And do you recall, was there
any -- beyond saying "I've been
subpoenaed, I haven't been subpoenaed"
during these conversations, was there any
other discussion about the investigation?

A. No. Nothing.

Q. Besides Ms. Smith and
Ms. DeRosa, have you discussed the
Attorney General's investigation with

anyone else?
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A. No, other than my lawyers,
obviously.
Q. Are you aware of any opposition

research being conducted into members of
the investigative team?
A. No.

Including Mr. Kim?

A. No.

Q. And Ms. Clark?

A. No.

Q. And I am going to assume that

you haven't participated in coming up
with any opposition research?

A. No.

Q. And that you haven't discussed
opposition research with any current or
former members of the Executive Chamber?

A. No.

Q. Are you aware of any other
potential or actual allegation of sexual
harassment of Governor Cuomo that we
haven't discussed today?

A. No.

Q. Whether or not they have been
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made public?
A. No.
Q. Is there anything that you
would like to add or any answers that you

would like to clarify before we finish

today?
A. I don't. But my counsel wants
to say one or two things. Is that okay?
Q. Sure.

MR. GRANT: Do you want to go
ahead now?
MR. LEVINE: Yeah, if you don't

mind. Just for the record, we would

just request a copy of the transcript.

I heard your description that you
wouldn't make it available, we still
would make that request.

At the beginning of the
testimony, Mr. Grant, you gave an
interpretation of Executive Law
Section 63(8). I just ask that
nothing said here or done at any time
to be understood that we necessarily

agree with that interpretation. But
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I'll certainly say that Mr. Pollock 17:47:
will not be discussing today's 17:47:
testimony with anybody; not your 17:47:
questions, not your documents. He 17:47:
will abide by his obligations as a 17:47:
witness in this matter. So I'd just 17:47:
like those for the record. And from 17:47:
that, otherwise, we are done. 17:47:

MR. GRANT: Okay. And I will 17:47:
take your request for a copy of the 17:47:
testimony under advisement. But as we 17:47:
relayed earlier today, it's not our 17:47:
practice or it's not our intention -- 17:47:
we don't intend to be providing a copy 17:47:
of that. But I will take it under 17:47:
advisement and we will have a 17:47:
discussion about furnishing a copy if 17:47:
necessary, and you can feel free to 17:47:
follow up with a letter if necessary. 17:47:

MR. LEVINE: Okay. Thank you. 17:48:

MR. GRANT: And I don't take 17:48:
Mr. Pollock's participation here today 17:48:
as a -- as him agreeing with our 17:48:
interpretation of Executive Law 63(8). 17:48:
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MR. LEVINE: Okay. Thank you. 17:48:

MR. GRANT: I hope you will also 17:48:

not share how long today's testimony 17:48:
took with anybody, as Ms. Smith did 17:48:
with him. 17:48:

MR. LEVINE: The only thing I 17:48:

will allow him to say is what a nice 17:48:
conference room we have here and what 17:48:

a good job his lawyers have done. 17:48:
Other than that, I think we're done. 17:48:

MR. GRANT: Okay. 17:48:

Q. Can you think of anything else 17:48:
that would be relevant to our 17:48:
investigation that hasn't been covered 17:48:
today? 17:48:
A. No, sir. 17:48:

Q. I think you should probably 17:48:
move the screen back to only you. 17:48:
A. Okay. 17:48:

Q. All right. As I said at the 17:48:
beginning, we will allow you to make a 17:48:
brief sworn statement, if you wish. 17:48:
Would you like to make a brief 17:48:

sworn statement? 17:48:
